“The media

Battered but Rich,
Parolee Leaves
Legacy of Liens

v:\UGHN DORTCH, EX-SAN DIEGAN
and former inmate of the Pelican Bay

State Prison in Northern

lifornia, is a

wealthy man. He recently walked away

with $997,000 in a settleinent
of a lawsuit against the state
for cruel and unusual pun
ishment and civil rights vio
lations. Dortch, 28, whose
story was chronicled last year
on the CBS news show 60
Minutcs, was serving a sen
tence for grand theft in the
prison’s Violence Control
Unit when, in April 1992, he
was scalded during a forced
bath at the maximum-secu
rity lockup.

A few weeks ago, 60 Min
utes revealed the amount of
the settlement. What wasn't
revealed was that Dortch,
who has returned to his
hometown of Detroit, Michi
gan, may still owe San Diego
taxpayers thousands of dol

lars in county-paid attorneys
fees and restitution for
crimes he committed here

According to county records,
Dortch has two outstanding
liens against him filed by the
dley, deputy
director of San Diego County
Revenue and Recovery bu

reau, says, “Yes, we believe
the man who was scalded
and won that settlement is
the same man who has liens
here. But that's all we can
onfirm.”

James Chanin, a Beskeley
based civil rights attorney
who represented Dortch in
his case against the state, says
Dortch lived “for a few years”
in San Diego, where he at-
tended welding school and
went from job to job. Dortch

worked for a while at a local
Jack i the Box; court papers
describe him as a “transient.”
His monthly income at the
time of his incarceration was
$300, and he was already on
probation for stealing a car
when he was convicted on a
grand theft property charge
here in April 1986,
According to court docu-
ments, he stole $400 from

Mary Caudell, then jumped
out of her car and fled. He
was arrested soon after by
Chula Vista police. Dortch
was first sent to San Quentin,
according to Chanin; while
there he was convicted of
possessing a weapon. He was
eventually transferred to Pel
ican Bay, where some of the
state’s most hardened crimi
nals are held

After his conviction for
grand theft, Dortch was or
dered t pay the county pro-
bation officer restitution of
$2663, according to docu
ments filed in San Diego Su-
perior Court. The file con-
tains no record of whether
the money was ever paid. Gi-
diey isn't certain if those fees
constitute the current liens
against Dorech. “I would bet
that they are for something
else, perhaps general relicf
welfare payments made to
him that he did not pay
back.” says Gidley, who does
acknowledge that Dortch’s

&

windfall changes his status
with the county. “His abil
ity to pay has obviously
changed.”

Curt Soderland. deputy
executive off
state’s Board of Co!
which he describes as a
“clearinghouse” for the state’s
crime victims. admits there
are major flaws in Californi

er for the

a’s restitution process. Ac
<ording to Soderland, there
is no law allowing the de
partment of corrections 10
colleci restitution from
parolees. “We |the board of
control| have lien capabili-
ties, but to my knowledge the
department of corrections
Aoes not.

“I don’t know why there
isn't any such law, but there
should be,” he says. “We need
a policy change that will en-
able the state to collect resti
tution from parolees. The
probiem is, often it isn't
effective. We tend to stratify
criminals. No one wants to

e
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hn Dortch

spend $10 to collect $1. But
we necd that ability.”

Presently, Soderland says,
there is no coordination be
tween state and local agen
cies to check and see if
money is owed by crim
inals — paroled or not
“There are 58 counties with
58 different comy
tems,” he says. “Nothing is
automated. There was a ma
jor summit on these issues
recently, and everyone agreed
that the long-term pla
work more closely with all
the other state ager.cies, such
as the Franchise Tax Board.,
as well as local agencies, so
that these kinds of things
don't happen.”

While the state did not
check with any county, city,
or state agencies to sce if
Dortch had any outstanding
debs, according 1o Gidley, the
lottery does it all the time.
“We had a guy here a while
back who won the lottery
who also owed us money,
says Gidley. “That money was
automatically deducted from
his lottery check. In that case,
we collected.”

Meanwhile, how will San
Diego get its money back
from Dortch if still owed?

Now that I'm aware of this
Case, we're going to get right
on it” Soderland says. “I'm
£oing to get a hold of San
Dicgo County right away to

en on

isto

ce if we can place a
him. We can work with our
sister crime victims agency in
Michigan. There is still a
chance that we can get into
the settlement money
Gidley says the county
also plans to actively pursue
Dorteh's case. “If we can de
termine if this is still a legally
enforceable lien, then we can
and will put a demand on
him.” Gidley says. “We can
put his attorney on notice
that any money going to him
for this settlement is subject
to collection.” Adds Soder
land, “Part of the reason why
this hasn't already been col
lected is the cutbacks in pro-
bation departments in this

state. It makes it difficult.”

Dortch was moved to De
troit as part of the Interstate
Compact, a nationwide pa
role group that helps relocate
parolees to their state of ori-
gin or whatever state they
quest. Peter Chatfield, deputy
administrator for the Inier
state Compact in Michigan
says that in spite of Dortch's
windfail, his parole status
doesr't change much. “He's
just a rich parolee now.
Chatfield. “We do have a su
pervision fee that he'll now
be able 1o pay
ab
a bit because i
income,” he Jaughs. “Of
<ourse, probably one-third of
his settlement will go 1o his
attorney, and half of the rest
il go to taxes. But that will
stil give him a nice amount
of money. Usually Michigan
requires parolees to work.
But I don't suspect he'll want
10 work.”

Attorney Chanin savs
Dortch couldn’t work even if
he wanted to. “The doctor
who examined him said that
because his body is so badly
burned, he would probably
never be able to perform
manual labor again,” Chanin
says. “He could work a desk
job, but the only things he is
really qualified for are blue
collar jobs. He just doesn't
have the background o ed-
ucation to ever work as a
newspaper reporter or an at-
torney, or in any other white-
collar joh"

Chanin says Dortch has
not vet re
settlement. “Untortunately, |
can't comment on the settle
ment specifically because it
is confidential. That
my choice, by the way. All |
can say is that he has received

ived the entire

paid and continues to be
paid.

The incident that led to
Dortch’s lawsuit began when
he repertedly smeared him
self with fecal matter and
urine and was ordered to take
a bath. When he refused
Chanin says Dortch was
forced to the infirmary by a &
half-dozen correctional offi

cers, all of whom were wea

ing gloves. “Some of them
were even wearing two pair,”
he says. When they got to the
infirmary, the guards forced
him into the tub of hot water

rrivals From
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A Brittie Argument
Against Sewage

By Melinda Powelson

UGH BARROLL, the Environmental
Protection Agency attorney who's
been working on getting the City of San

Diego into compliance with
the federal Clean Water Act for
the past eight vears, says local
residents are only hearing one
side of the sewage debate. For
months on end, San Diegans
have been told that the Point
Loma sewage outfall is not
harming the environment, and
that the EPA is being unrea-
sonable by requiring the
city o upgrade to secondary
treatment

Barroll disagrees. “There
are two areas that | feei reed to
be clarified,” he says from his
San Francisco office. “One is
that San Diegn will see definite
environmental benefits from
upgrading its sewer system,
The second is that (upgrading
the system] is the law of the
land, and the EPA is required
o enforce it

Barroll is one of four attor.
neys who represent the federal
government in its long-stand-
ing court battle with the City
of San Diego. “I've made 50
trips to San Diego since |
started working towards get
ting the city in compliance
th the Clean Water Act,” he
says. “I'm looking forward to
its conclusion.”

Barroll says the EPA has
hired a team of biologists and
oceanographers to study the
area surrounding the Point
Loma outfall to determine the
environmental consequences.
“Environmentally, we can say
safely that for a one- to two
square-mile area out there, you
have significant alterations

to the aquatic environment

That change would be dramat-
ically reduced with secondary
treatment.”

According to Barroll, the
EPA has documented a biolog:
ical change in the brittle star, a
bottom-dweller related to the
starfish. The organism is com-
monly considered 2 barometer
of ocean-floor heaith, he says.
“When you deal with the erit-
ters that live on the ocean floor,
one basic scientific premise
that everybody accepts is when
sewage discharges oceur,
the biological community is
affected”

At the Point Loma outfal!
“The brittle star feed off of the
critters that live in the sedi
ment, and they serve s the bait
for the food chain in the ocean
environment.” Although it
thrives in cleaner areas of the
ocean, Barroll says its numbers
drop sharply near the city's
sewage outall

“When you talk about sig:
nificant changes to a species in
thatlevel of the food chain, you
risk affecting everything that
builds off of it. The EPA argues
that this is a serious impact,”
Barroll says.

San Diego politicians and
scientists don't deny the change
10 the brittle star, but they con-
tend the population effect is
localized. Paul Dayton, a ma-

rine biologist at Scripps
Institute, has said that the or-
ganism is as “abundant in the
ocean as grass in the prairic....

“We don't accept this per-
spective.” says Barroll. “We
want to take a regional per
spective on it. The Southern
California ecozone — where
the Point Loma outfall is lo-
cated — is a particularly
productive environmental
habitat, so you can't look at San
Diego in comparison to the

ole ocean; you have to com-
pare San Diego to the Southern
California coast.

“If you want to get a re
gional ive on it, more
than half of California’s popu
lation live on tie south coast
and discharge sewage through

several enormous outfalls into
the near coastal water
perspective we use is that you
have this narrow band of the
coast that is getting a whole lot
of major disciarge” The addi
tive effect to the environment
is dramatic, he says
Furthermore, Barroll con

The Point Loma plant em
ploys advanced primary
treatment (a technique using
mechanical means and poly
mers) 1o remove as much as 84
percent of the solids from the
waste water. Barroll says the
Point Loma facility removed
only 55 to 65 percent of the
solids. EPA guidelines say the
treatment must remove 85 per.
cent of the solids, which the
city can achieve, Barroll adds,
by upgrading to secondary
treatment

Finally, Barroll says, San
Diegans would benefit from a
sewage upgrade because the
city would be required to build
an extensive water reclamation
program. “This is going to help
the city survive the next
drought.” adds Barroll.

At the Wild Animal Park, more
than 300 of the best orchids in the
county, supplied by local hobbyists
and professional growers, will ciing,
hang, nestle, roost. perch, or plop
themselves into the jungly
environment of the flight cage at the
park’s entrance. The natural setting
should give viewers a sense of some
orchids' brazen disregard for what
most gardencrs consider an essential
to plant growth — soil. Many orchids
are epiphytes, and grow in the wild on
the trunks and branches of trees by
soaking up whatever rainwater, bird
droppings, or debris — like fruit and
Icaves — happens to come their way
Others are characterized by terrestrial
growth habits; cven these may vault
into the trees as vines and become

epiphytic when their roots die back

Ochid stems and foliage are often
decidedly unattractive. To the
uninitiated eve, they look dying
or dead. There are lush, green or

varicgated exceptions, of course (like
the cymbidiums), but there’s no
denying that many plants look ratty.

Can This Be Big George Himself?

Giorgione’s figure gives away none of the secret
thoughts hidden in his impenetrable soul.

e nce painter Giorgione
(his full name, in the Veneto dialect, was
Zorzo da Castelfranco) is an obscure fig:

ure, but his influence on subscquent art was great,
and his reputation remains of the highest. in a rel-
atively short fifetime (he was born

in the mid 14705 and dicd of the
plague in 1510), he effected a stylis-
tic revolution in landscape
painting and in the depiction of
the human face and body. His method of paint
ing vithout drawing, his atmaspheric use of color,
his subtle modulations of tone — these became
the common language of European painting in
the subsequent two centuries. Through the
Venuses of Titian or the Arcadian landscapes of
Claude Lorrain, one can detect the glowing ser
sual spirit of Giorgione.

Call it the beginning of my sonic search for the

root of existence.

2y-loud electric guitars diverted tne from
F ighter radio fare when Kiss's Alive was re.
leased in the mid-*708. Tinnitus would come
later. More than noise though, the stadium- pack
ing acts of that decade manage
deliver a rough tinge of the bies,
grotesquely distorted asit was. Ted
Nugent, Acrosmith, and Frank
Marine were among those that
saved me from disco.
