The hike is worth it for the
growers, who can make thou-
sands of dollars per plant. Each
marijuana plant produces
about a pound of pot, and ac
cording to LaNier, a pound of
10p-grade marijuana now costs
between $3000 and $5000.
“We're talking serious money
here.” LaNier says. “That's why
they don'tlike people <howing
up at their gardens. That's why
most of them are armed, with
everything from pistols to
sawed-off rifles to AK-47s
These guys are armed for bear.
They have a big investment in
these gardens.”

There are some guys still
out there that LaNier would
fike to catch. Two years ago,
LaNier arrested two men on
pot-growing charges. LaNier
<onfiscated 293 plants from the
men off Boulder Creek Road
on the west side of Cuyamaca
Mountain in East County. One
of the men, who had a prior
conviction, is “stillin jail,” ac-
(nvdlng to LaNier. But the
other never showed up after he
made bail. “They let him out
because of his family obliga-
tions, and he disaj " says.
LaNier. “He's still out there
somew!

we'll ever find him again.”

On a bust last year, LaNier
came upon a pot garden in
which the gardencrs — most
of them illegal Mexican immi-
grants — were all heavily
armed. “They shot back at our
officers at first, but then they

gave up because they were out
numbered.” LaNier savs. “More
often than not, though, we find
the gardens but don't find any
people. As soon as they sec or
hear the reconnaissance aircraft
flying overhead, they clear out

fore we can catch them. But
we get the do
they do with it once they find
it? “We destroy it in a remote
area fire station,” says LaNier
says, who 1dds with a chuckle,
“Yes, we burn it. But we don't
tell anyone where or when we
burn it

But recent federal cutbacks
in the department of defen.<’s
so-calied drug war will make
LaNier's job a lot tougher. Each
branch of defense is a key
player in the war on drugs, par-
ticularly in border regions such
as San Diego County. The de-
fense department’s supply of
manpower and surveillance

equipment — includirg heli
copters outfitted with infrared
cameras and other high-tech
vices — is critical to their ef-
forts. But the department’s
spending on counter-drug ac
tivity dropped from a high of
$1.2 billion in 1993 10 $868
million this year.

According to LaNier, in
spite of the potential for in
creased Border Patrol agents
along the border, the budget
cuts could have a “very nega
tive effect on what we're doing
in the forest, because there
could simply be more: people
coming into the area and less
people o deal with it on a
statewide level. We use mostly
Navy helicopters, and so far all
of our requests have been
granted. But the efiect on the
cutbacks still could be felt

The Draize test evaluates eye
and skin irritancy. Concentrated
solutions of products are applied
into the eyes of conscious animals
(usually rabbits) to measure the
effects of cosmetic and household P
preducts.

During the test period —
usually 7 days — the rabbits can
Suffer extreme pain and mutilation,
and blindness often occurs. To
prevent the rabbits from clawing at
their eyes, they are immabilized in
stocks from which only their
heads protrude. Often, their eyes
are held open permanently with
metal clips. After the experiment,
the animals are killed to determine
the internal effects of tested

ast January, Secretary of the Interior
Bruce Babbitt called a San Diego con-
servation program — initiated by

then-mayor Maureen O
Connor — “a revolutionary
approach to land manage-
ment.” Instead of waiting for
specific bird and plant
species to he listed as threat
ened or endangered by the
Federal government. San
Diego was going io lead the
nation by putting thousands
of acres in reserve to protect
delicate habitat.

In 1991, O'Connor ap.
pointed a 30-person com-
mittee made up of develop
ers, environmentalists. and
government officials to es-
tablish a Multiple Species
Conservation  Program

wmsce). The program, O'-
Connor said, would set aside
large blocks of undeveloped
land. help communities re-
tain their individual persor

hese Rube Goldberg-looking contrap-
tions are actually “wave motors”
installed on the end of an Imperial
Beach pier, circa 1912. They were the
brainchild of Charles E. Edwards, a San
Diegan who envisioned harnessing the action
of the waves that rolled in beneath the pier to
generate electricity for the residents of “South
San Diego Beach” (as 1.B. was then known).
Edwards plunged $97,750 of his own
money into the newly incorporated Edwards
Wave Motor Company in late 1908. The other

tour shareholders coughed up a whopping
$2250 among them. City Engineer Edwin
Capps said of Edwards’s idea atthe time:
“Having made an examination of the wave
motor | fecl assured that it is the most ingenious
and practical appliance for transmission of the
power existing in waves Word has it that
these particular wave motors never lived up to
their advance billing; still the concept survives to
this day among alternative-energy proponents.
