John Gillies felt a sense of
unease, back in September
of 1988, as he sat through a

meeting of the county board of supervisors. The
topic was a proposed 266-acre real-estate devel-
opment near Rancho Santa Fe in the San Die-

guito River Valley. Known as Heritage Hills, the
proposal included 9 homes along with an 18-
hokgd!mumwmumryduhnmmofdk
Fairbanks Ranch Country Club. Gillies, then
mayor of Del Mar, thought it was all too much.

“I opposed the development of Heritage Hills
because | believed the San Dicguito River Valley
area should have remained open space. It's a very
sensitive environmental area, and I felt the last
thing we nceded there was more houses.”

Other Heritage Hills opponents also came to
the microphone to testify against the project. The
county planning commission had rejected it. The
Sierra Club cited the development's potential neg-
ative impact on open space and water conserva-

tion, while the Audubon Society said Heritage
Hills threatened a rare bud.... Following 2 mo-
tion by county supervisor Susan Golding, whose
district the development is in, the board unani-
y voted in favor of Heritage Hills.

Today, Golding says she favored the project
strictly because of its merits. She okayed the per-
mits, she says, only after they adhered to the
county’s “strict environmental guidelines.” But
Golding, who is currently running for mayor,
also closely tied to the prime mover behind Her-
itage Hills, developer Aaron Feldman. The county
supervise
tributions from Feldman, his wife and many busi-
ness assoctates both before and after the Heritage
Hills vote. In 1989, International Savings Bank,
owned by Feldman, loaned Golding $160,000,
secured by a second trust deed on her home. One
of the banks exccutives was picked up on an FBI
wiretap discussing Golding’s county business with
husband Richard Silberman, now serving time
for a federal money-laundering conviction.

In October 1987, n a year before her
vote on Heritage Hills, Golding returned one
$250 contribution Feidman had made to her su
pervisorial reelection campaign. She says now
that such refunds are routine where possible con
flict of interest is involved. “It's my practicc, when
made aware of a contribution made from some-
one who has a project before the board of su
pervisors, to not accept that contribution.”

But contributions made by Vincent Siciliano,
president of Feldman'’s International Savings
Rank, were not returned. According to county
campaign.disclosure records, Siciliano gave Gold-
ing $125 in April 1987 and $250 in January 1985,
Siciliano’s wife Susan also contributed $125 in
March 1988, Richard Vann, executive vice presi-
dent of .one of Feldman's companics, has given
$250 to Golding’s mayoral campaign.

Rancho Corte Madera. It's about

Thie carliest amputations we know of,” he begins,
“are recorded by Hippocrates. These were ritual
or judicial amputations - cutting a robber’s
hand off, for example.” Recent excavation of
1500-year-old tombs of the Moche, a pre
Columbian group in Peru, discovered warriors,
buried beside clite members of the society, whase
feet had been cut off: scientists theorize this wa:
10 prevent the warriors from abandoning their
guard posts in the aterlife.

Judicial amputation has been practiced virtually
everywhere at one time or another. Today, it has
been documented (by Amnesty International
and various news organizations) in many countries.
Punitive amputation is carried out as part of

Sharia, a code of Islamic law. tn the past decade,
such activities have occurred in Iran, Libya,
Malaysia, Pakistan, Saudi Arabia, the Sudan, the
United Arab Emirates, Syria, Aighanistan, and
Mauritania. When the Sudanese instituted Sharia,
they sent a delcgation to Saudi Arabia to study
judicial amputation techniques. {Generally, the
prisoner is given sedatives, no anesthesia. He is
strapped 1o a chair. The hand or foot to be
amputated is secured to a marble block.) On the
bright side, doctors in Mauri Pakistan
banded together to fight against their coerced
participation in judicial amputation.

“Surgical amputations,” continues Forney,
“developed on the battlefield. In the old days,
people didn’t survive head o torso wounds, 5o
battlefield surgeons didn’t bother with those. A
torn-up leg or arm, however, you had a chance.
They'd just cut through as quickly as possible,
maybe 30 seconds, to minimize biood loss. They
cauterized the wound with hot oil, which must
have been agony, until Ambrose Paré, a 16th-
century French military surgeon, ran out of oil

once and had 1o tie off the blood vessels with
stringinstead. He discovered that those patients
who had not been cautertzed with hot oif survived
more frequently and with less infection.” Paré s
also credited with the creation . the first artificial
Limb, in 1540, an invention partly offset the same

He has seen wooden peg legs
on impoverished South Americans that are ridden
with termites. The more conventional prosthetic
bs used by average Americans last around
five years. Some people have more than one
Young womien, the prosthetist says, want a
cosmetic leg that is natural-looking and can be

used with high-heeled shoes. “Your blue-collar
guys don't care.”

He takes me to a workroom awash in plaster
dust. Shelves above workbenches are errayed
with white, phallic shapes of various sizes What
we o here is take a cast impression of the stump,
make a mockup, test it for fit. Then we make a
permancnt-firting socket that goes over the stump
and stays on, except for sleeping.”

At one worktable, a muscular young craftsman
molds one of the white phalluses with his hands
His biceps bulge attractively from the sieeves of
a white T-shirt.
