The baseball strike isn't costing San Diego nearly as much
as other cities. According to a survey by the U.S. Conference
of Mayors, San Diego is losing just $200,000 for every sched
uled Padres home game that does not take place, the lowest
loss of the 20 Major League cities that participated in the
survey. The average is $1.16 million; at the top of the list is
Atlanta, with a revenue loss of $3 million per game, followed
by New York, Cleveland, and Denver, each with a $2 million
loss. The survey asked mayors, city fimance and economic
development officials, stadium commissions, and conven
tion and tourism burcaus for their estimates of revenue lost

into account stadium-generated revenue, such as ticket sales,
concessions, and parking; broadcast revenue: state and focal
taxes; and kocal business revenae from neighboring restau
rants and hotels.

Burnt-out nurses seek revenge.

Borni-out nurses move dowiy and resentfully
through the hospital halls when a patieat’s call
light flickers on.

The first years spentin the medical enviro_ment
are adrenaline-charged, filled with the
excitement of the front fines. Everyone gets
addicted 1o the constant state of crisis. But few
provisions are made for R and R it's difficult
to decompress.

In hospital lingo, this is called “burnout.”

A burnt-out nurse hates her patients. The
patients who constantly complain; the patients
who are constantly hitting the call-button for
1o other reason than to make her jump; the
profane, foud, or boorish petients whose favorite
movie is apparently Night Nurses in Bondage.
