Why do ot things, such as bread. gt hard when they get stale and hard things, such as crunchy
ookies or ceveal, get soft when they get soale? Will they both eventually end up with the same
@mount of softmess/hardness or what’ Can vou explain what happens when things get stale?

‘Wait long enoush and your cheese puffs and Wonder bread will eventually turn to lumps of

damp, furry mold, probably about the same consistency. But since both have a shelf life longer

y. you may have to k to your isachieved.

When bread goes stale, it's sort of “unbaking” itself. At the molecular level, at least. Lots

of the mysterious things that happen in the oven undo thems 'ves in the breadbox. Just-baked

bread is a sort of fragrant, fluffy, unhardened concrete — 4 moist mass of gluten (the protein
with da: ind filled with bi ke

As the bread cools below 140 degrees, certain molecules inside the starch granules realign
themsetves. close ranks, and stiffen, squeezing out water absorbed during baking. Once the gel
around the starch stiffens, the bread is irm enough to cut. This is bread's optimum point.
Staling begins pretty much immediately

Slower-moving molecules in the starch granule and gluten now begin to realign and
stiffen, gradually forcing out even more water. Within a week or 50, you have a loaf of crumbly
dry starch and gluten covered with a leathery crust that has absorbed the squeezed-out water
molecules. This process happens even in a sealed environment where no water can evaporate
from the loal. fasty (Don't e
Eat it fast or freeze it.) Any “stale” taste is natural molds beginning to sprout. The industrial
solution to all this? Vats of preservatives that slow the migration of water molecules and the
growth of melds.

stuff, on the other hand, is crispy because the moisture has been baked (or fried)

out of it. So crisp things don't have the same internal chemistry as a donut or a dinner roll. Sugar
will also crispify baked goods. When sugar is heated, it turns to caramel but crystallizes again
when it cools. And sugar crystals are hygroscopic; they absorb moisture from the air. So a crisp
cookie is like a delicious sponge.

Guys like Richard Joseph, James Valerio, and Jack Beal were taking
a hyper-realist technique and introducing narrative ideas. These
guys were mocking the politically correct hyper-realism at the
time. The PC then was no ideas, bland surface as proof of your
intelloctual smugness. The paintings do look amazing, You examine
those paintings — say, a car sitting in front of a hardware storc in
a small town — and think, ‘Hov in the hell can anybody do that?
And the truth is, it's pretty easy to do. Its just a banehead willingness
of discipline to sit there, blend paint and colors, and put it all
tgether.

“I'was attracted to hyper-realism, but I was already leaning
towards narrative, trying to put stories together, based on what |
observed in life, or taking classical themes from 18th-century
painters and updating them. Like a moviemaker doing a new
version of a film

“Itwas the way | updated them that was kind of fascinating
My clue was Caravaggio. He was thoroughly trounced for using
Christ and religious figures in his paintings. He didn’t paint them
in the clothing and rooms of their day; he'd update them to his
own period and put them in 14th- and 15th-century dress. That
was a very odd thing at the time. That was my move too: 1 would

remarkable results. The San Ysidro Inn, as Smythe has named

Over halfa million copies
of Sexton's collections have sold in the United States alone, By
comparison, the books of critically well- received poets of Sexton’s
generation — Adrienne Rich, Philip Levine, W.S. Merwin, Gal
i Kinnell, john Ashbery, and the late James Wright — will
have done well to have sold 20,000 copies per poet. Unlike the
audicnces most American poets command, made up almost
entirely of other poets and serious poetry readers, the majority
of Sexton’s readers are women who read little other poetry. For
these readers, Sexton's poems are appealing for their frank sto-
ries of female experience (as in the poem “Menstruation at Forty™
in Live or Die), middle-class domesticity, and for what Middle
ribes as Sexton's “magical transformation from housewife

into poet.”

“During high school,” Linda writes, “I began the
slow and painful process of puttirg some distance between
us.... Gradually, I stopped confiding in her and stopped lis-
tening to her secrets in exchange. | began to resist her
intrusive questions....

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nited States Post Office an
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House, circa 1916. This beauty was

designed by James Knox Taylor, a
senior draftsman in the office of the super-
vising architect for the U.S. Treasury Depart-
ment. Taylor’s design, an adaptation of the
Spanish Colonial style, was erected on west
F Street downtown on the grounds of an old
government corral. A mere 25 years after its
April 5, 1913 grand opening ceremony, San
Diego’s main post office stopped handling
mail, handing over the reins to the newer
building on E Street in 1938. Over the years,
the west F Street location played host to many
government agencies: among them, the

Weather Bureau, United States District
Courts, and the Internal Revenue Service.

Today, the refurbished building is known as
the Jacob Weinberger United States Court-
house; it functions as a bankruptcy court.
(Weinberger was the first permanently
appointed federal judge in this area.)
Courthouse regulars say the historic landmark
is not only beautiful, but possibly haunted. |
Descriptions of the male ghost roaming the
polished marble corridors lead some to believe ‘
the poltergeist is the spirit of a long-gone
federal judge who once pushed for the
building's revival — and whose portrait hangs |
inside the courthouse.

Ady is about to bring out the book that is the source of all her wisdom,
the one she keeps behind the counter: The Handbook of Chinese Horoscopes, by
Theodora Lau, when Sann rings the bell. “Oops, sorry,” says Ady. “Getting
busy. Business first.”

Where the hot-food counter is, 1 join the back of a line: Filipinos,
African-Americans, Anglos, Hispanics. Some business people, some blue
collars, some bums, one little old lady who orders two red-roasted chicken
wings for $1.40.

Finally she looks 10 me for an
order. Behind her La Bu is tossing golden chicken and bright green broccoli in
a huge, black, three-foot wok with plenty of hissing and steam and clattering
and chatter.

“I got chicken chow. mein here,” he shouts. “We put in everything
chestnut, celery, onion, Chen Pu onion, mushroom. | came from Canton 30
healthy. Full of vegetables. Quick fry!" He scoops the chow mein out and into
the warming trays, swishes out the wok with water, then bundles in a foot-high
pile of rice.

This is how it should be in a successful Chinese eatery: Lots of noise
busy-ness, activity, with the kitchen right out front where customers can see
what's going into the food and that the cooking workplace is clean. A good
Chinese custom

1 keep hearing about Woo Chee Chong. People on the street give it
respect. From 99¢ (for five gyoza, pork wontons) upwards, you can stuff
yourself sifly — and always for under five bucks — mostly about three. There's
nowhere to sit, of course. On the other hand, a fot of people who live
hereabouts aren’t that fussy about finding somewhere to sit. Sidewalks do just
fine.

1 look up 10 the board above the three-wok stove-top. It's stacked with
offerings: “Stir-fried chicken and vegeiables: $1.59 a pint, $3.10 a quart, $6.20
for two quarts.

Four thousand, six hundred and ninety-two, this year in the Chines

own dog-year T-shirt. But it's not just because of the dog. They're also
celebrating the 90th year of Woo Chee Chong’s doing business here.

Woo Chee Chong is basically a food emporium with everything from
woks 10 a full aisle of soy sauces to little six-packs of'spotted yellow quail eggs

“Actually, my grandfather started business in San Diego 95 years ago,”
says Ady. “He came from a small village in southern China, where they spoke
the fourth dialect of Cantonese. He came 1o San Diego in 1899 and started
selling fireworks in what was Chinatown at 3rd and Island. His name was Hom
Tung. Hom — that's our family name. Woo Chee Chong just means place of
harmony and peace.”

Ady has lived her whole life here. “My sister and 1 used to roller-skate up
and down these aisles — in the morning, before we opened. | am very lucky.
Maybe sheep-peaple think this is silly, but | believe 1 chose the family | would
be born to. I have seven wonderful brothers and sisters.

“Here | meet the homeless and millionaires every day. We really don't
make money with this food, but it's something we do for the community. This
is a good family. I'm very very lucky.”

1 take my packet of food. “Being born a sheep, | guess I should have
ordered the Basa-becued ribs,” I say, and leave while the getting's good.
