Why Golding Won’t Debate

11 the elements are in place for a coro-
nation, San Diego style, the cynics
say. The money has been raised (more than

$200,000) for a massive media
blitz. The mainstream newspa
per is on board, its ity hall re-
porters carefully ducking con-
troversial issues, its editori
writers churning out a friendly
party line. TV news is doing
what it does best: covering tree-
plantings and siamese twin sep-
arations. Best of all, there is no
“serious” opposition, which in
the lingo of political profes-
s

pearances with opposition can-
didates, some political experts
say, might raise unwelcome
questions about controversies
that Golding is in a position to
ignore, thanks to an unques-
tioning city hall press corps.

But some observers think
they detect a small but growing
measure of unease in the Gold-

Ironically, these insiders say,

“We refer to her as ‘Gold

Class AA citations are the worst. They are given for events
thatkill a patient, such as the 1994 incident at San Diego’s Alvarado
Convalescent Home, in which a resident “fell 19 times inless than
ayearand finally died after the last fall.”

Actually, Patricia McGinnis of California Advocates for
Nursing Home Reform thinks Golden Palms is up there with the
better homes.

“It’s a 99-bed facility. They've got a sub-acute unit and
actually not too bad a record. They had one citation in 1992. That
was Class A. Nothing since then. Complaints have been pretty
average, about four a year. Deficiencies, below average, they had
15 last year. They had only 1 deficiency in 1993, but that is probably
because they weren't surveyed that year.”

Constitution and the du
ties it placed on citizens of this
country at the American Le-
gion's annual oratory contest.
He opened, “The Constitution
was the beginning of the United
States, and our preamble to
glory. Americans have fought
and died for every word of it.
Ideas change, ideals don't. The
Constitution is an ideal; the
ideal system of government.”
That was good enough to make

Ludwig state champion.

“Lused very similar speeches,
or at least a similar approach,
my junior year, which didn’t
go very far atall, because I was-
n't very experienced in oration
at that point. My style im-
proved substantially; my
content improved a little bit.”

Ludwig determined con-
tent after a week’s writing and
a couple weeks of editing. For
research, he looked to Ben
Franklin and James Madison,
particularly Madison’s Feder-

alist Papers. He used quotations.
His speech concludes with a
gem from the International
Thesaurus of Quotations, John
Curran's “Eternal vigilance is
the price of liberty.” Ludwig
also raided his own work, lift-
ing a Henry Steele Commager
line supporting dissent from a
speech he made his junior year
on freedom of speech

Atticus opens in winter on the high plains of Colorado (“Weeds and sage were
vellow against the snow and the snow strayed over the geography as though
recalling how it was o be water."). Sixty-seven-year-old rancher Atticus Cody,
long a widower, is father 1o two sons — a “good” son and a “bad.” Shortly
before Christmas, Atticus receives an unforeseen visit from his younger “bad”
son, Scott. A middle-aged painter, heavy drinker, and ex-bughouse inmate,
Scott lives in an expatriate community on Mexico's Caribbean coast

Soon after the holidays Scott flies back to Mexico; not long after his
return Atticus receives notice that Scott has committed suicide. Atticus goes to
Mexico to recover Scott’s body. But once in Mexico Atticus begins to suspect
that someone among Scott’s friends and acquaintances has murdered Scott.

Hansen, like Graham Greene before him, merges religious quest with
page-turning mystery. Afticusis a novel filled with gorgeous description, heart
breaking moments, a variety of characters, and a rapidly paced plot capped
with a surprising finale.

When we talked, Hansen was in Boston, snowed in. He said that he
decided early on to be a writer.

I have visited Red Sea for a dozen years, from
the time it was a storefront with unwashed win
dows to the period when it was renovated and
painted in gorgeous shades of blue. The Re Sea

Pre-
pared from com, wheat, and feff(a grain imported
from Ethiopia), injera batter sits for several days
before it's cooked, giving the bread its springy
texture. On a separate plate we were served cold
rolled-up injera, which we used to pick up our
food.

I've alwayslonged for hot injeraas a side dish,
and to my delight, when I voiced this to Joseph,
he came out with a steamy round of it. He told
us that the heat changes the bread's texture, but
1 didn’t mind the denser quality and wolfed it
down.

For food adventurers, mention should be
made of gored gored, cubes of tenderloin tip served
virtually raw. In Ethiopia people pass a piece of
raw beef or lamb to those sharing the meal. Each
takes a slice and hands the rest to the next per
son. Raw meatis difficult for me — I have never
been one to order steak tartare, raw ground beef
with a raw egg on top, which is considered by
some 10 be a taste thrill. If you try this “rare”
meat at Nyala, let me know how you fare.

One last note on Ethiopian lore. Lovers in
Ethiopia pick up pieces of food from the platter,
lock arms, and put the morsels into each other's
mouths.
