“She’s the one
that started the whole thing,
about 16 years ago,” Marion says
over the phone, some East Coast
in her voice. “She’s a senior
keeper at the San Diego Zoo.
Though 67, Marion speaks
briskly. “I'm constantly on the
go. Last year I put 20,000 miles
getting birds. I've
‘Cajon and climbed
trees. We're the only ones, Susan
and I, who go and capture birds
trapped in buildings and stores.
We got a lot of cathedral ceilings
up the coust and that's really a
bummer, but we use tel=scoping
poles with bird nets on the end.
Marion takes home any
injured birds or immature
orphans. “The injured just live
their life out at my house.”
Orphans she keeps as long as two
months, till they're old enough

these birds do not automatically
know 10 g0 to a flower to find
food. They would be taught this
by their mother, and they're
taught how to fight by the
mother t00. So this is what we
have to do ourselves.

“After they're wearied and
they're good flyers, they spend
the last two weeks
aviary” — Marion has three in
her yard — “and they become
acclimated to living outside.
‘They have fruit flies, they have a
fountain, and they have many

lowers that contain nectar. A
hummingbird finds out through
* trial and error that the red,
trumpet-shaped plants have the
sweetest nectar.” Marion arouses
the birds’ territorial instinct by
teducingthe number ofeeders.

We give ‘em one
last drink and just open the second

door and let them off

“We keep records for Fish & Game
the day we release, the day we got
them, where we got them, and what
prognosis.

“It's very sad when people try to
raise these birds in captivity. They
don't have the right knowledge,
paraphernalia, instruments, food. The
hummingbird has a different crop: the
entrance is on its right side, so
[people] can mistake it and aspirate
[the bird] by putting sugar water
down its throat like they would to a
songbird. Anyway, by feeding a bird in
captivity sugar water, they're
condemning it to slow starvation, and
if they get sugar water all over its
feathers, it doesn’t take a day or two
before the feathers rot off and you get
this naked bird.”

The Hummingbird Rescue Center
is a three-generation affair. Lynn,
Marion’s othet daughter, fills in when
needed, and Marion’s 89-year
mother, who lives with Marion and
her husband, “does the weaning.”

Marion and Susan sometimes get
distant inquiries, even from the East
Coast. “People call the 200, because
they know the San Diego Zoo is really
knowledgeable about these things, and
of course they connect with Susan. Or
else they've read about us in the
newspaper. The stories get out back
East, or people that come to the
(annual] Hummingbird Festival [in
Texas] discover us. Or they'll call their
local [animal] rehaber and she has
heard about us. Eventually all roads
lead back to us.

“We tell them how to take care of
[the hummingbird] until they can find
someone who's flying to Los Angeles
or San Diego. They put [the bird] on
the redeye express with that person and
we meet them at midnight up at LAX.

“(In 1994] Susan went to Alaska to
pick up a hummingbird. The airline
flew her up there and she stayed four
days. She only meant to stay two days
that she had off, but [Alaska Fish &
Game] had a loon that had to come
back down t0o. It was a late hatchling
and it couldn’t practice takeoff on
their ponds because they were already
