Born in Austria, he camned a Ph.D. in art history while still in
Evrope and at the same time, after his syphilitic father's death in 1926, fie ran the
family Tumber business. Intemed in Dachau and Buchenwald in 1938 and frecd
in 1939, he came to the U.S. to join his wife Gina. Their already shaky marriage
foundered. Bettelheim settled in Mllinois, first taking a teaching job at a small
women's college. He soon remarri~d and made a place for himself at the
University of Chicagn. By 1944 he had been made ditector of the University of
Chicago's Orthogenic School, a boarding school for emotionally disturbed
chidren. He soon tumed himsel(into an apparent expert on treatment of the
autistic child. He remained at the school until his retirement in e
produced many articles and 16 books, including several bestsellers on hila
peychology. and besame something o a national spokesman for children
Bettelheim died by his own hand.

Richard Pollak's younger brother Stephen had been a resident of
Beuretheim’s school. Ste he was killed in an accident while on
summer vacation with his family. In 1969, curious about his brother, Poliak met
with Bettelheim. Pollak went av-ay horiied from tha estin, Bettlhim raled
against Pollak's mother, insisted against the facts that Stephen had been a suicide
and seemed determined, Pollak Wrt, otk e it bGPy against my
mother

In 1990, Pollak began a study of Bettelheim’s past. What he discovered
shocked him. From his first days in America, Pollak learned that Bettelheim
falsified his academic , passing himself off as a psychoanalyst with
close connections to Freud. He learned that Bettelheim misrepresented his
concentration camp experiences. When Pollak
ex-patients and Orthogenic Schoo learned that “Doctor B,” who
regularly lectured that children must never be spanked, had beaten patients with
his belt and slapped

Bettelheim's claim that he treated autistic children in his Vienna home was false
and that the “doctor's” subsequent claim to have high rates of cure of autistic
children way also fabse.
