THE SKY’S ON FIRE!

For the past few days, Americans in ofher cifies have been flocking to stands and stores and roadside
fents, where they’ve been looding up on fireworks. In placus like Birmingham, Alabama, and Cheyenne,
Wyoming, and Kansas City, Missouri, ordinary folks have been buying Black Cat firecrackers, Magical
Foman candles, shells that soar skyward and explode into gliftering bits of color. California stae kaw pro-
hibits those parficulor items. But even in Santa Ana and Buena Park und El Centro, people
have been stocking up on sparklers and snokes and smoke pots and ofher novelties — cheap
and legal. We in Son Diego are not allowed to buy any such things, however, which is ironic

The prohibition here might lead o newcomer to believe this was a city hostile to fire-
works. Yet if you count the number of cerial shows staged throughout the year, frw places |~
see more. In ull of Californic, there are only two major aerial disphay companies. One is based
in Lokeside and the other has a division located on Mission Gorge Road. The biggest national

o of amateur pyrotechnicians — firework home-brewers — was founded in San
Diego in 1968. And c.t of o house in Kensington, a self-styled pyrotechnic guru publishes ¢

That fellow, Bob Weaver, says friends often ask nim wh
he doesn’t move to a place more tolerant of personal fircwork
But Weaver likes Southern California. He was born and rarsed
in the city of Orange. “They had fireworks stands there when |
was growing up,” he says. “I used 10 go t0 them religiously. I'd
spend two hours trying t figure out how | could get the most
number of items for a dollar. That was when you could buy
smoke pot for five cents or a pack of sparklers for ten

When he went away to Phoenix for college, Weaver s
ireworks waned. But after getting a degree in electr
logy and moving to Portland, he perked up
at the news that neighboring Washington State had just legal
ized all consumer fireworks. (“1 think since then they've clim
nated firecrackers and rockets,” he says, adding that state
often flip-flop in this manner.) Reminded of his childhood pas
sion, Weaver drove a<ross the Oregon/Washington border to
suburb of Vancouver, Washington, where a large store had
opened. “I went in and discovered all these fireworks that
didn't cven know existed!

dition of perpetual newness. Turn to any entry about
one of the city's dozens of ethnic groups, and you
begin to understand just how many L.A. residents
have arrived only recently from very far away. Most
of the city’s 100,000 lsraelis, for example, arrived in
the 1980s. The city's 60,000 Irish, the 1950s. The
200,000 Korear:s, the carly 1970s. And so on. What
interest could Courtney C. Julian or Minerva Hoyt
hold for any of L.A.'s 500,000 Salvadorans, who fled
to the city from a bloody civil war? Many Angelenos
want to forget the past, not celebrate it

The degrx to which this willed amnesia is suc
cessful, however, is revealed in the entries for people
like Hoyt and Julian. Neither was a native — Hoyt came
from Mississippi, Julian from Canada. It’s unlikely thet
either knew much about the history of the city they
loved or of the other unusual individuals who'd lived
there before them. In a hundred years, any encyclo-
pedia about Los Angeles will no doubt include entries
about incredible Salvadoran moguls and eccentric
Korean nature preservationists who made a splash
and were later forgotten.
