59300 is devoted entirely to that
composer, with the early Opus 7 Piano Sonata and
a considerable selection from Griegs enormous
output of smaller piano pieces. This music could
scarcely be played with more fire, color, and po
etry — and if Andsnes does not really succeed
(as no one ever succeeds) in making a case for
Grieg 25 a major Romantic composer, or even a
major Romantic piano composer, the limitation
belongs to the composer, not to the pianist. On
this disc, as in Grieg’s oeuvre in general, the later
the better. The latest work represented (1891, in
the compuser’s 48ih year), the Opiss 54 collection
of Lyric Pieces, is probably more familiay in the
orchestral versions of the Lyric Suite, but it is ex
ng to hear these well-crafted pictorial and
