harles Hatfield would not bé wt.knm~ in

San Dicgo this winter. Here mixing

cloud-seeding chemicals for inducing
rain, “the Rainmaker,” as he was called, thought
he should get paid for the heavy precipitation
that caused the flood of 1916.

For some reason, the San Diego City
Council sought out Hatfield in December 1915
(SD Historical Society personnel say preceding
years weren't marked by drought). By the end of
January 1916, storms had devastared Southern

-

California. Bridges crumbled, train (uclu
washed out. The Lower Otay Lake dam col-
lapsed on January 27-28 and 20 people died.
Hatfield left town quickly. He came back a week
later to collect what he thought he was owed —
$10,000 (no contract was ever prepared or
gned). The City denied him, so he sued. The
case lingered for more than 20 years before
bheing dismissed. Hatfield died in 1958.
