Red cash, blue cash The Washington
Postis drawing heat for giving $100,000 to the Bush In-
augural ’05 committee, which
has already raised a record $20
million or so toward its record
goal of $40 million from pri-
vate donors, mostly big cor-
porations seeking favors from
the administration. Closer to
home, cell-phone giant Qual-
comm of La Jolla, founded by
Irwin Jacobs  billionaire Democrat Irwin
Jacobs, has kicked in $100,000
for the Bush bash. Chargers owner, Bush stalwart, and
Stockton developer Alex Spanes has contributed
$250,000, this year’s maximum limit. Donors are
promised tickets to the best parties in town tonight,
along with plenty of quality face time with regulators
and legislators.

Spanos gave $1 million to the GOP convention
and $5 million to a 527 group (a tax-exempt group
organized under section 527 of the Internal Revenue
Code to raise money for political activities) that helped
defeat John Kerry. As an underwriter, Spanos will re-
portedly sit down to lunch with Bush and V.P. Dick
Cheney, as well as attend a VIP-only candlelight din-
ner. Jacobs, who gave $25,000 last year to the Demo-
cratic National Committee, seldom if ever writes his
own checks directly to the GOP. But he and other
members of his extended business family are big con-
tributors to Q-PAC, Qualcomm’s political action com-
mittee, which then turns the cash over to both Re-
publicans and Democrats.

For instance, 74-year-old Richard Atkinson, the
retired president of the University of California who
gave ex—UCSD professor Jacobs his first big break and
has been on the Qualcomm board since 1991, donated
$5000 last summer. His wife Rita did the same.
Ex—Reagan administration foreign-policy wonk Brent
Scowcroft, another member of the board, came up
with $5000, as did fellow director Diana Lady
Dougan, ex—ad woman and former assistant secre-
tary of state under Reagan.
The money was sprinkled
around to an array of causes,
including $1000 to Blue Dog
Democrats, the party’s con-
servative congressional wing;
$10,000 to house speaker
Dennis Hastert’s “Keep Our
Majority PAC”; and the
same to New York Republi-
can congressman Thomas
Reynolds’s “Together for Our Majority PAC.” Five thou-
sand went to house majority whip Roy Blunt’s“Rely on
Your Beliefs Fund.” Incoming senate minority leader
Harry Reid got $5000 for his “Searchlight Leadership
Fund,” named after his hometown in Nevada. Ken-

tucky Republican congressman Hal Rogers, a mem-
ber of the powerful Appropriations Committee, took
home $5000 for “Help America’s Leaders PAC” —
HALPAC for short. Ohio GOP congressman Bob
Ney’s “American Liberty PAC” got $1000. And Cal-
ifornia’s Democratic senators Barbara Boxer and
Dianne Feinstein got $8000 and $4747, respectively.

Where there’s smoke Theowner of the
popular Gran Havana cigar and coffee lounge at Fifth
and J in the Gaslamp Quarter has lost another round

in his ongoing battle to keep his property from being
condemned by Mayor Dick Murphy and his colleagues
on the San Diego City Council. Ahmed Mesdagq, a 33-
year-old refugee from Afghanistan, says a superior
court judge turned a deaf ear to his arguments that
the council’s vote last spring to grab the property
amounted to legalized theft.
Ramin Samimi’s 5th and J,
LLC, which has a deal with the
city to build a posh high-rise
hotel on the property seized
from Mesdag, has contributed
atleast $15,000 to the local Re-
publican Central Committee,
which has spent at least
$17,000 on Murphy’s cam-
paign to hold on to his may-
oral seat and a lesser amount on Councilman Jim
Madaffer’s behalf. Both voted to condemn Mesdaq,
who has vowed to appeal the adverse court ruling ...
The local chapter of the American Lung Association
says San Diego officials have been less than forth-
coming in accounting for the millions of dollars in
anti-tobacco funds they’ve received under legal set-
tlements with big tobacco companies. “We will be
working with Qualcomm Stadium and other big
venues to go smoke-free, and we will continue to ask
for full disclosure from the City of San Diego to ac-
count for how it has spent monies from the Master
Settlement Agreement with the tobacco companies,”
says V.P. Debra Kelley. She adds that a public records
act request to find out what happened to $250,000 of
the money specifically earmarked for anti-smoking
causes was stonewalled. A proposed ordinance to re-
quire the city’s tobacco retailers to be licensed is also fac-
ing tough sledding, Kelley adds. “The City of San Diego
has not provided sufficient information about how it
is spending the funds it receives from the Master To-
bacco Settlement. It is important that at least a small
share of these funds go to enforcing the laws that will
keep tobacco out of the hands of minors.”

& "P* he foxes are being promoted,” says
attorney Michael Conger.

Trish Poochigian of the Salvation
Army, “is that the homeless cross the street

illegally in the middle of traf-
fic. So I told the clients, If you
want to come to our pro-
grams, you need to cross at the
crosswalks’ Then they started
using crosswalks, but still
against the red light. So I said,
“You're not quite getting this;
you need to go when the light
turns green. You'd be sur-
prised.Thad 6’9", 350-pound,
rough-and-gruff guys say; ‘Yes,
ma’am. And they did what I
asked, not because it’s me, but

opment Corporation may
want to change how the Sal-
vation Army does business in
San Diego. In early December
the corporation told Poochi-
gian that providing food to
people violated the Army’s
conditional-use permit. The
corporation did not send a
formal demand to end the
practice, but on December 14
the Salvation Army voluntar-
ily stopped giving out food.

We’ve never
given anybody a false impres-
sion about what we do.”
Atissue is whether the Sal-
vation Army’s giving people
food constitutes a “feeding
program.” Or is the food an
integral part of the Army’s re-
ligious events? “We call it a fel-
lowship meal,” says Poochi-
gian, “and it’s after our ser-
vices. When people come late
or when the service is over, we
tell them it’s not a feeding pro-
gram. We've been doing meet-
ings with meals afterward in
downtown San Diego since

services? “They can choose to
come or not,” says Poochigian,
“and they don’t have to listen
when they get there. But'm a
woman of faith and have the
right to share that.” The ser-
vices consist of prayers, the
singing of Christian hymns,
and preaching by Poochigian
or her husband.

The conflict with the de-
velopment corporation only
began, according to Poochi-
gian, after the Salvation Army
added the meal to its evening
program in the early fall. “Al-
ready,” she says, “we were do-
ing a continental-style break-
fast for the senior community.
And they knew we were doing
it. What we started doing in
the evening is the thing that
bothered them. If we were vi-
olating the conditional-use
permit in the evening, then the
program that had breakfast in
the morning was breaking it
as well.

“But I've got to believe that
sometimes our city gets it
wrong, even though they’re
trying to do the right thing.
We believe we're in the right,
but until we know for sure, we
won't cross that line.

“If they only want to make
sure we’re within the law as
they understand it,” Poochi-
gian continues, “then the Sal-
vation Army will get a condi-

Jeff Zinner is pleased that the
Salvation Army voluntarily
stopped feeding people.
“Many varied activities take
place downtown,” Zinner says,
“and to allow them all to co-
exist, people must comply
with their different condi-
tional-use permits.” He wants
to talk with the Salvation
Army about “how and where
it can provide its services. Ad-
ditional changes will be com-
ing in the near future,” he says.

Two organizations several
blocks east of Petco Park cur-
rently serve meals to people in
need with the city’s full bless-
ing. God’s Extended Hand, lo-
cated at 16th Street and Island
Avenue, serves an evening
meal Mondays through Sat-
urdays. The St. Vincent de Paul
Center on Imperial Avenue of-
fers lunch at 11:30 a.m. every
day except Sunday, when it has
abrunch at 9:30 a.m.

I ask Poochigian whether
the Centre City Development
Corporation sees programs
like the Salvation Army’s as
helping to keep homelessness
in the downtown area. “Now
isn’t that silly? There are 6000
homeless in San Diego,” she
says. “If I were feeding 6000,
that idea would come closer to
the truth. But I served a pop-
ulation between 150 and 300
for the four nights a week that
we were doing it. We gave
breakfast to only seniors in
risk. I did not create home-
lessness, and I don’t encour-

[accounting firm] KPMG,
with Wall Street, or the rating
agencies,” says city attorney
Michael Aguirre. KPMG won't
provide a 2003 audit because it
doesn’t know if city employ-
ees have criminal culpability.
Aguirre wants to provide
KPMG and federal investiga-
tors with the information they
have not been provided.

“It gives the appearance
that nothing is wrong. They
keep promoting people,” says
Diann Shipione, the pension-
board member who blew the
whistle on the billowing scan-
dal in 2002 and whose chal-
lenge of a sewer-bond
prospectus in September of
2003 led to the city’s confes-
sions that it had been putting
misinformation in municipal-
bond prospectuses dating back
to 1996.

On December 16, Irvine,
who is responsible for prepar-
ing the city’s budget, was is-
sued a subpoena by the Secu-
rities and Exchange Commis-
sion, which is investigating the
false information in bond

prospectuses. Among those
ordered to turn over informa-
tion to the U.S. attorney’s of-
fice last February were Ewell
and Vattimo. As Matt Potter
revealed in the Reader on De-
cember 23, the city is picking
up the tab for legal assistance
to Herring in two federal
probes into city-disclosure
practices. On December 29,
Ewell, Herring, Frazier, and
Vattimo got subpoenas from
the U.S. attorney’s office.

Last week, Aguirre seized
documents from Vattimo and
acting auditor and comptroller
Terri Webster, who replaced
auditor Ed Ryan after his sud-
den resignation last February.
The seized documents should
have been provided to the Se-
curities and Exchange Com-
mission last April, says Aguirre,
who is in a pitched battle with
the pension system, which
doesn’t want to surrender the
papers.

“Our evidence indicates
that Bruce Herring was the
primary architect of the man-
agers’ proposals” that led to the
chronic pension underfund-
ing, says Conger.

Both Frazier and Vattimo
signed reports to the Securi-

ties and Exchange Commis-
sion that contained false state-
ments, says Conger, who pro-
vided this information in his
lawsuit. “Vattimo and Frazier
signed statements saying that
the city is required to pay the
full actuarial rate [in funding
its pension plan], but they for-
got to tell bond investors that
the city was not doing it,” says
Conger.

Indeed, this revelation was
“our smoking gun that got the
[settlement with the city],” he
says. When Conger pointed
out during negotiations that
the city officially stated that it
was required to finance the
pension plan on an actuarial
basis but was not doing so,
“That was the final card that
got them to come to Jesus. Be-
fore that, they wouldn’t listen
to our common sense. That
got them into the church and
on their knees.”

Last year’s Vinson & Elkins
report, the city-authorized
study of disclosure practices,
mentions many of the people
lauded by Ewell in his January
7 memo. For example, the
Vinson & Elkins study dis-
cusses how in June of 2003,
city officials met with repre-

sentatives of bond-rating
agencies and for the first time
gave significant information
about the retirement-system
woes. But some city-generated
information was kept secret.
Frazier and another finance
official “cited confidentiality
concerns as the reason to with-
hold the information,” says the
report.

In September of 2003, an
outside bond lawyer, Paul
Webber, received a copy of
Shipione’s criticism of the
sewer-bond prospectus. Web-
ber shared Shipione’s misgiv-
ings, but city officials and pen-
sion-board members “vehe-
mently disputed” her con-
cerns, according to the report.
Webster sent an e-mail to sev-
eral people, including Vattimo,
blasting Shipione’s purported
“damaging, false allegations.”
Webber stuck to his guns and
insisted on a comprehensive
study of the city’s disclosures.

According to the report,
Vattimo sent an e-mail to Fra-
zier: “I don’t think that [Web-
ber] fully understands the
agreements (or maybe I don’t
understand what he is com-
municating.) In addition, this
disclosure is OVERKILL.”

Says the Vinson & Elkins
report, “The relationship be-
tween Mr. Webber and city of-
ficials became progressively
more strained over time. Mr.
Webber felt that city officials
did not appreciate the seri-
ousness of the disclosure
issues.”

In one e-mail to a city le-
gal official, Webber, com-
plaining that pension-deficit
information was being with-
held from him, said, “The
angst and anger, I believe, has
grown as disclosure day has
approached. Mary [Vattimo’s]
response was ‘much ado about
nothing — all you had to do
was ask? Well, I did ask, and no
one had bothered sharing that
with me. So far that has not
been answered, and I don’t
imagine it will be.”

“When have we hidden
anything from [Webber’s law
firm]?” Vattimo shot back in
an e-mail. “T think we all need
arest from each other”

Says the report, “The city
staff continued to believe the
proposed disclosure [of pen-
sion problems] was unneces-
sary and potentially harmful”
Vattimo said in an e-mail to
Webber, “We are in an envi-

ronment where mountains are
made out of molehills, and
true credit issues could easily
be overshadowed by this one
issue”

Says the report, “Eventu-
ally, however, the city acceded
to [Webber’s] views.” In Jan-
uary of 2004, San Diego ad-
mitted that it had been giving
out false information. Shortly,
bond-rating agencies began
dropping city credit ratings,
and the Securities and Ex-
change Commission and De-
partment of Justice launched
investigations.

Says the report, “The ex-
changes [of testy e-mails] in-
dicate both institutional stub-
bornness and the degree to
which Financing Services and
others had vet to fully grasp
the dimensions of the prob-
lems in the pension system.”

In its interviewing for the
report, Vinson & Elkins asked
Ewell about the “polarized en-
vironment”— one area of city
government not knowing
what another area was doing,
and finance officials resisting
full disclosure of the pension
mess. Ewell allowed that the
culture seemed inexplicable

So its programs
combine the physical and spir-
itual with life skills. “We want
to connect them to stable
things in their lives that will
get them out of their circum-
stances. And we encourage
them to be good citizens,” she
explains.

Is it possible, I ask, that the
development corporation
thinks its mandate is to move
homelessness out of the center
city to San Diego’s periphery?

“I would never accuse
them of that,” Poochigian says,
“though it’s not something I
couldn’t believe. But how long
would it take for homelessness
to return? I heard that San
Diego recently got a large sum
of money to deal with the
problem. Why not resource it
to the organizations that do it
well? T know that governmen-
tal agencies don’t do it well,
and that’s because of the way
bureaucracy works. A home-
less man doesn’t want to know
what hoops he has to jump
through to get a meal. He
wants to know where he gets
the meal.

“I want to support the de-

velopment corporation,” con-
tinues Poochigian, “but in a
way that is realistic and not
discriminatory to people in
need. People want to have the
life they’ve worked hard for,”
she says, “and not to be dis-
turbed by things that are un-

comfortable for them to deal
with. So no one wants to see a
homeless man or woman
camped out. But we look at
the homeless in a prejudicial
way by thinking, for example,
that they’re all doing drugs. We
have quite a few people that

rdealer

are far from that, such as
women whose husbands have
died and left them nothing.
They’ve never worked, so they
don’t know how to work.
These people are being held in
prejudice, because we see
them as only not wanting to

work and taking advantage of
the situation. But it’s not so.
“Take the mentally ill. They
do get Social Security income,”
according to Poochigian. “But
being on the streets is all about
survival. Am I going to survive
today? If you had all your

mental capabilities, it would
be a difficult route to go. But
you get a Social Security check
of $800, you're not mentally
stable, and no one’s watching
your finances. You go and cash
your check and put the money
in your pocket. There are

our Christmas program. I've
had homeless guys who were
able to stabilize their lives, find
a place to live, and get jobs to
sustain them. They are now
productive, taxpaying citizens.
It doesn’t happen overnight,
but it works.

“Maybe we should look at
this realistically,” argues
Poochigian. “Are you going to
get rid of homelessness? No. If
you push it away, it comes
back. But can you do some-
thing about it? Absolutely. And
if the development corpora-
tion wants to see progress in
this area, then let’s look at the
agencies that are doing it right
and support them. Since we
are willing to take on the tasks
that we know will give home-
less people the best opportu-
nity for changing their lives,
why not allow us to do those
things. But only to deny them
food? No.

“If every Christian orga-
nization that is now helping
the homeless stopped today,”
Poochigian says, “the city
would be a scary place. The
people that we serve would
start becoming civil-disobe-
dient. I don’t think we would
want to see San Diego turn
into that kind of community.

“If we’re denied the ability
to do what the Salvation
Army has been doing for over
100 years,” asks Poochigian,
“who’s going to do it then? Is
city hall? The Centre City De-
velopment Corporation? If
they want to take on the re-
sponsibility of taking care of
the problem that will come
when we don’t do it, they’re
bigger people than I believe
they are”

One municipal law gov-
erning social services in San
Diego especially galls Poochi-
gian. “It’s okay to have all these
bars they have downtown
within a square quarter mile,”
she says, “but two helping
agencies can’t legally operate
next door to each other. You
don’t want people in need con-
gregating in one place? Well,
excuse me. I don’t want drunks
driving around where I work”

And if you think the
homeless do lots of jaywalk-
ing and littering downtown,
Poochigian suggests that this
spring you watch people leav-
ing Petco Park after a Padres
game. “What’s the difference,”
she asks, “between some guy
throwing cigarette butts out
the window of his Mercedes
and a homeless woman leav-
ing a cup on the bus stop
bench?’m

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Local Boy Makes Good

‘ hat seems most remarkable in all this
is that you’re hosting a network TV
show.”

Conway Bowman says, “Yeah, tomorrow
morning is the first show of the season.”

Bowman, 38, a San Diego native, is a city
employee working at Lake Hodges. He also hosts In
Search of Fly Water on ESPN2. What follows is how
he got there.

To begin, I wanted to know where San Diego
stands in the world of fishing. “San Diego is a
pretty dynamic place to fish,” Bowman says,
especially bass fishing. We have eight of the best
reservoirs in the United States right here.”

“Really?”

“I got my chops fishing all the city and county
lakes. Also, fishing the jetties and in salt water on
half-day boats. And my father had a little boat and
I'd fish out of that.

“My dad was a school teacher. We spent our
summers in Idaho. I developed my trout fly-fishing
skills on some of the best ground in the United
States. Then, I took that to the next level: I started
fly-fishing for bass in San Diego city lakes....”

I laugh, “And then on to fly-fishing in the
Pacific Ocean. Were you one of the first to fly-fish
in saltwater?”

“There were four or five other guys doing it,”
Bowman says. “There were some old-school guys
who did it back in the ’50s, but nobody went for it
out here.”

“And, from there to hosting a show on TV.”
Love unplanned and fabulous success. “That’s quite
a jump, from city employee to...”

“And I'm still a city employee. I manage Lake
Hodges. I've been working for the city since [ was
in high school. Back then, I bought a boat. I needed
to pay for the boat, so I became a fishing guide and
started guiding people. Started guiding in ’97.”

“And kept your 40-hours-a-week with the
city?”

“Yeah. My days off were for fishing. That’s
when I took my clients out. During fishing season I
had no days off, but I loved what I was doing. Plus,
I have the best job in the world: I work at a lake.
I'm around fishing 24/7.”

Here’s the bingo question. “How did you get
from there to ESPN?”

“I was fly-fishing for mako sharks,” Bowman
says. “That’s what I specialized in. Mako shark is an
extreme, crazy fish; there’s the potential that fish
will kill you. They run anywhere from 50 to 250
pounds. They’re super fast and jump out of the

water, which makes them great for fly-fishing. You
use big saltwater flies, you can sight cast through
them, which is the ultimate in fly-fishing.”

“What’s sight casting?”

“We go out, we're in the area where you'll see
the fish spinning across the water looking for food.
I throw these big flies, about eight ought; they’re
huge. We’ll make a 50-foot cast. They’ll either hit
or they won’t. We always throw to the fish we see.
That’s the extreme end of fly-fishing.”

Okay. “Let’s get back to how you got to
ESPN.”

Bowman asks, “Have you heard of the
magazine Men’s JournaR”

“Yeah.”

“Their editor heard about what I was doing.
He gave me a call and said, ‘Hey, man, 'm coming
out; I want to try this.” So, he came out and we
fished and he caught a 175-pound Mako shark on
the fly. He wrote this great article — how exciting it
was, how this is the next big thing, the new frontier
of fly-fishing, how I was taking saltwater fly-fishing
to the next level, and I'm the only guy doing it on
the West Coast.

“So from that, two producers for ESPN are
flying back from somewhere. I think they were
drunk. It’s a few months after the article came out.
Somebody left the magazine on the airplane, they
saw the article and thought, ‘That would be an
awesome show.” I mean, these two producers
happen to produce a show for ESPN that was a
fishing show, a fly-fishing show, and it was called,
Cabela’s Sportsman’s Quest.

“They called me and said, ‘We want to come
out and do a show with you,” and I'm, like, ‘Great,
come on out.” At first I thought the guys were
b.s.ing me, but they came out. Turned out, I was
the guide for the Cabela show’s regular host.

“Long story short, that show aired, and
somebody at ESPN saw it — I think he was the
president of the outdoor department. He looks up
and says, Jeez, why don’t we get that guy to host a
show for us. At the time, ESPN was going through
some changes; they were sick and tired of the old
hillbilly fishing host. They needed some
excitement.

“So, right when they’re having this big
meeting, my show came on, and the main guy goes,
‘Let’s get him to host a show.””

their reliance on prayer-healing. In 1994 the United
States Supreme Court upheld a lawsuit against four
Christian Scientists for this practice. The lawsuit was
filed by Douglas Lundman against Christian Scien-
tists who treated his 11-year-old diabetic son with-
out conventional medicine. The boy, Ian Lundman,
died in 1989 from complications of his diabetes.

“Once in a while akid will die under Christian
Science treatment. People wonder if the child could
be saved if they had used medicine,” acknowledged
Mr. Hofflund. “Of course some people think we’re
nuts.” In response to the criticism, Hofflund said
that people in America should have freedom to prac-
tice their religion.

The Eighth Church of Christ, Scientist, meets
in a renovated home in Clairemont. As I entered
the foyer, an elderly woman handed me the Chris-
tian Science Quarterly Weekly Bible Lessons. In
the sanctuary, pews sit on long-used beige carpet.
The white walls are barren except for two signs in
the front. “This is my commandment, that ye love
one another as I have loved you,” by Christ Jesus,
and “Divine Love always will meet every human need,”
by Mary Baker Eddy.

“If the poor improve their self-concept they could
solve their problems.” I asked Mr. Hofflund about
the tsunami victims. “The victims could alleviate
their problems by changing their way of thinking,”
Mr. Hofflund replied. “If I found myself drowned
and naked, I would pray. You are led to your needs
being met when you pray.” As an example, Mr.
Hofflund cited a passage in the Bible where Jesus
found money in a fish’s mouth to pay his taxes.

I asked Mrs. Hofflund what happens after a
person dies. “T guess I'll have to ask you what hap-
pens before we’re born,” Mrs. Hofflund responded.
“Sin, sickness, death are all one belief that we live in
a material world.” Mrs. Hofflund explained that
Christian Scientists believe our life is eternal and
immaterial. “Humanly, [death] is a tragedy. Divinely,
God never sees a child pass through life or death.”

Mr. Hofflund added to the thought, “After you
die, you wake from this body to a new body that is
unseen. Life goes on. What we don’t learn here we
have to learn in the afterlife.” The goal, according to
Mr. Hofflund, is to move “further up the road toward
unity of God and man. Salvation is unity with God.”

“A soccer mom wants a really big
umbrella so she could have the

whole family underneath it.”

Becfore rain overwhelmed my windshield
wipers as I drove through a shopping cen-
ter parking lot, I noticed a 40-year-old woman
cringing beneath a tiny pink Hello Kitty
umbrella. The umbrella was barely big enough
to cover her hair. I laughed,

but partly out of a sense
of irony. She looked
silly but at least she
had something
keeping rain off
her head. Thad to
race across the
parking lot with-
out coat, hat, or
umbrella.

This wasn’t the
first time I had been caught
empty handed (and headed) in
a downpour. Raingear just isn’t as high on
my list in San Diego as it was when I lived
back East. There, nobody lives through a
year of seasons without foul-weather gear.
Here, until it’s too late, I never think about
it. But, next week, Mom is coming to
town to winter in San Diego and she’ll
need an umbrella. This winter is
going to be blustery, so I need a
high-quality umbrella that keeps
Mom dry and doesn’t blow out

when wind blows hard. U,

My first call was to Lug-
gage Center in La Jolla. “T carry
eight different styles of umbrel-
las,” said manager Jeff Wilson,
“because people’s needs are dif-
ferent. Our most popular umbrella
right now is the WindGuard by

Samsonite [$24.99]. It has two hoods, iy

so as the wind rushes between the two
hoods, it actually pushes the first hood down,
so in a high gust of wind, say up to 30 miles
an hour, it won’t flip inside out. They are not
designed to withstand gusts of more than 25
or 30 miles an hour. It comes in red, khaki,
black, and navy. The umbrella has an auto-
matic open and close. We also carry the
same umbrella in an automatic open, but not
automatic close, for $19.99.”

I explained to Wilson that I feared Mom
would leave the umbrella at home if it was
too bulky. “Ours are thinner, lighter, and
smaller,” he explained, “because they are
more geared to travel. WindGuards are slim,
and they will run anywhere

from 12 inches to about y
16 inches in length, f -
which is pretty short. y

Most umbrellas /
that have a canopy
as large as the
WindGuards” —
over 45-inch diam-
eter canopy — will
be on a really long
golf stick, which will
be over three feet long.
[The WindGuard] has the same ]
size canopy as some of your golf sticks, but
is less than half the length.”

I was sold. I hustled down to the store
to pick up a WindGuard. But, by the time
I arrived, the $24.99 model, which opens
and closes automatically, had sold out. I

carry good-quality products, and I have seen
umbrellas there.”

“The umbrella that sells really well —
as a matter of fact we only have one left —
is called the WindPro umbrella by ShedRain
[$38.00],” explained sales associate Jonathan.
“When it rains, we blow right out of these
umbrellas. There are a couple of nice features;
it is bigger than the average umbrella, not

quite as big as a golf umbrella but almost.
You could definitely have two people
under it. It is sturdy, and the handle sits
nicely in your hand. The umbrella has
an automatic open-and-close button.
The one thing about umbrellas that T have
experienced is that when it is rainy and
windy and you’re getting in and out of your
car, itis a big hassle if you’ve got to push the
umbrella open yourself while holding onto
all your stuff. You just want to stick your
umbrella out the door and pop it open with
a button and then step out to protect your
stuff.”
I couldn’t agree more. But,

umbrella, I popped
into their UTC
store instead. “I
. had alady come
i in and buy four
ST umbrellas just an

I'had found the Rolls-Royce
of umbrellas. The feel was firm,
sturdy, well made. The open/close button
was quick, and the size more than big enough
for sheltering mom, but not so huge as to
make her look like she was hitting the golf
links. At home, I called the company and spoke
with Jeff Blauer, vice president of sales and
marketing at ShedRain, who filled me in on
some particulars of their umbrellas. “Wind-
Pro uses a construction that is in several of
our umbrellas,” Blauer offered. “ It’s a vented
umbrella with certain components in it such
as nylon cables that hold back the cover so
it doesn’t invert. The bigger the cover gets,
the more intricate detail there is.”

How should a customer decide on an

umbrella?
“There are all kinds of umbrellas for
different lifestyles,” answered Blauer. “If
they live in a walking city, like Chicago,
New York, in the downtown areas, then
I would probably buy a golf umbrella
that is big. If I live somewhere in a sub-
urb, I am running to the mall, back and
forth from my car, I am probably going to
want a small compact umbrella that I can just
throw in my car. A soccer mom wants a
really big umbrella so she could have the
whole family underneath it.

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there is a piano in the house,
someone will play that during
the carols. We have a big meal,
and then families attend mid-
night Mass. This all happens the
day before Christmas, though.”

I loved the idea of the bell.
Talk about creating a Pavlovian
response in children.

I asked her more about Ger-
many. Corinna said, “The most
famous market is in Nuremberg.
You can buy everything there —
decorations, candles, gingerbread,

foods we eat during the holidays,
but we also have stollen, stuten,
hutzelbrot, ginger nuts, marzi-
pan, roast apples, and rum grog.”

Ah, sounds delicious...I think.

She ended by telling me, “In

being such a religious holiday.
It is more about the time with your
family.”

I showed up at Anne’s
brother’s place in Point Loma.
She told me a lot of the Por-
tuguese tuna fishermen live in

this area. Her father is a retired
fisherman, but she has a brother
in the business. She’s writing a
book about tuna fishermen. I was
just thankful she didn’t spend
her time at the party telling me
all about the book. So often at
parties people tell me of a novel,
CD, or screenplay they are work-
ing on. Sometimes it's interest-
ing, but when people spend an hour
telling you details of something
that you didn’t care about to begin
with, you can start to nod off.
(Thanks for not doing that, Anne;
can’t wait for the book.)

The smells from the kitchen
were incredible. They were mak-
ing lasagna, but the smell of the

garlic bread and other treats was
wonderful. A lot of children were
running around, and one lady had
the perfect idea. She handed out
fun pads (miniature coloring
books with puzzles inside) to all
the children. That kept ‘em busy
for about 20 minutes.

It also reminded me of a
time when I was five. My mom took
my brother and me to see Santa
Claus. When my brother sat on
Santa’s lap, he was given a fun
pad and a watch. I was so excited
to receive these, I jumped on his
lap. And when I was done rat-
tling off the toys I wanted, Santa
handed me a fun pad and a toy
race car. I asked for a watch and
he said, “I just ran out of those.”
I started to cry and continued
sobbing all the way home. My
mom said, “Stop being a baby.”
And my brother, in one of his
kinder moments as a big bro,
grabbed the race car and said,
“Look how cool this is! It has a
number on the side, and I bet it
can go fast.” Through my tears,
I wanted to scream, “But it can’t
tell time, damn it!” Ah, writing
this column, it's cheaper than
seeing a shrink.

Anne has a brother who is
a singer-songwriter. We were
talking about his music, and an
older woman overheard this.
She told me her son was a musi-
cian and writer. “He wrote the
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liner notes for many popu-
lar CDs. And he cowrote [San
Diegan] Frankie Laine’s
autobiography.”

The police knew this
woman was drunk, and they
lectured her, but she didn't
get a ticket. And I towed her
home.”

Anne has a brother
named Steve, whom I had
seen taking pictures of Amold
Schwarzenegger in Old Town.
And I saw him when we went
to the same court reporting
school. I quit the school after
only being able to type 140

words per minute. (You have
to type 225 to be employed.)
He told me, “I got up to 200
but quit. I'm working for the
D.A.’s office. They pay me
the same as a court reporter,
so I gave up the school.”

We talked about the 90-
percent dropout rate of court
reporters, the students who
went for ten years not real-
izing they might never get
up to that speed. It’s a tough
thing to learn.

“Honey, I hope we can spend
the holidays with your fam-
ily again this year.” Another
was “I've made you break-
fast in bed again.” I did won-
der why the doll wasn't life-
size.

When Anne got some
French perfume, she wanted
me to smell it. I stuck out
my hand and she said, “You
won't be able to smell it on
your hand.” I asked, “What
are you talking about?” She
said, “You cannot smell per-
fume on yourself.” We argued
about this for ten minutes.
When she finally sprayed it
on my palm, I smelled it. I told
her I could smell it fine and
she said, “Well, mixed with
your body chemistry, you can't
smell it properly.” Ah, okay.
Maybe you're supposed to
spray it in the air, walk through
it sniffing, and that's the only
way to smell it. I'd be will-
ing to bet it smelled exactly
the same as it did on my hand.

Another guy was telling
me about parties he’d had in
college. He said that they'd
charge $5 per person, and so
many people showed up, they'd
make $3000. He said, “We
paid for the kegs, paid the
band, and had enough money
left over to pay the rent. We
didn't need to work, just threw
parties and it paid the bills.”

Anne kept bringing me
food and updating me on all
the people at the party. She
said, “There are Italians here,
Jewish friends, Mexicans, as
well as all the Samoan and
Portuguese. It's several cul-
tures coming together.”

Since her mom is Samoan,
I asked about their traditions.

It was on a Sunday,
something you never do in a
Samoan village on a Sunday.
Late at night on Christmas, the
kids would go from house to
house dressed in white as
angels. They sang from 2:00
a.m. until 4:00 a.m. It was
beautiful. They are taught

harmony from an early age.
I've never heard a bad Samoan
choir. The language is very
melodic, too. And the kids
don't get a lot of presents on
Christmas. They get their gifts
on New Year's Eve.”

As I left the party, I
thought about my weird fam-
ily traditions. Having a Jew-

ish mom and a Catholic step-
dad, we had a tree and a meno-
rah. Good Fridays for me were
just okay Fridays. I went to
confession, but I'd bring an
attorney with me.

My tradition now, as an
adult, is to meet friends at the
Casbah to watch the Dragons
do their Rolling Stones set,

which they’ve done for the
last 15 years on Christmas
Eve. As I look around the bar,
I wonder why these people
aren’t home with their
families. m

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ALL STREET is predicting that 2005 will be a year of corporate marriages

and initial public offerings of common stocks, and the Street is rejoicing. No

doubt for Wall Street, resumption of both kinds of crapshooting will be good.

Moneybags will rake in fees on mergers and acquisitions and amass fast bucks

on hot new issues. But both activities are signs of a juiced-up market. So here’s

a warning to local investors: before getting seduced into such dice-rolling, bone

up on San Diego’s sorry history in the merger/acquisition and initial public

offerings, or new issues, games.

As the San Diego experience attests, investors
will be the losers. Before every proposed merger,
suckers will be told that two plus two equals five.
They’ll be told that after two companies merge, each
will be stronger. But in merger madness, two plus
two often equals three. Both entities are likely to end
up worse.

Similarly, an initial public offering is an insider’s
racket. Wall Street gets rich on investment banking
fees and in the marketing and manipulation of the
stock. Venture capitalists and founders buy their
shares for pennies apiece, then unload them for one
million percent profits. Ordinary investors, unless
they get lucky, are left holding the bag.

A swarm of mergers and new issue offerings is
an essential element of a stock market bubble, as was
seen in the 1990s. In 1999, the average new issue
zoomed 75 percent the first day, a certain omen the
bubble would burst, as it did in 2000.

Last month was the hottest December ever for

mergers. And in 2004, there were as many new issues
as there had been the previous three years combined.
So if 2005 is to be a year of mergers and new issues,
stocks, selectively, may do well as a bubble expands,
but beware: at some point the air begins leaking,
slowly or rapidly.

All this means that if you are in the stock mar-
ket, Wall Street touts will try to get you to buy shares

of companies on the acquisition trail or companies
that might be bought out for a fat premium. Your
broker will try to woo you into a new issue, telling
you how rapidly it will soar.

Tell the touts to go to hell. You live in a city that
has been hell on earth for innocent lambs who got
sucked into these rackets. The following history is
revealing for another reason. National news articles
on the city’s current financial shenanigans repeat the
myth that the San Diego business establishment is
staid and conservative, that it was known for its
cleanliness until recent problems emerged. *Taint so.

Conglomeration Conjuration

Merger madness has cropped up throughout the his-
tory of capitalism, but the insanity peaked in the
1960s. Wall Street would bankroll a company, then
tout its stock to the heavens. The company would
use the inflated stock, as well as cash generated by
massive borrowing, to gobble up doggy, disparate

enterprises, then cook the books to make it appear
that earnings were soaring.

Conglomeration was a mirage, and suitably
enough, the semi-desert of San Diego produced two
of the most rattlesnake-infested conglomerates: U.S.
Financial and C. Arnholt Smith’s Westgate-
California.

U.S. Financial began business providing short-
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term loans to compa-
nies. In 1964, it went
public at $4.62. Two
years later, it acquired
the businesses of
Robert H. Walter and
then installed him as
chief executive. One of
his businesses was
SWAN Constructors.
Walter boasted that the
acronym stood for
“Started Without a
Nickel.” He also boasted
that he “would make
housing happen.”

Instead, he and col-
leagues made egregious
book-juggling happen.
U.S. Financial appeared
to have booming sales
and earnings because,
among many things, it
was selling products to
itself. These shenani-
gans were exposed by
New York accounting
professor Abraham
Briloff in articles in
Barron’s and, in 1972, in
his book Unaccountable
Accounting: Games
Accountants Play.

The stock hit $62 in
1971. Assets were pur-

portedly $311 million.
There were 80 sub-
sidiaries and more than
70 joint venture part-
nerships around the
country. Management
called it “the Sears Roe-
buck of the develop-
ment industry.” But in
reality, U.S. Financial
was like the proverbial
400-pound Texan who
is given an enema and
shrinks to the size of a
Barbie doll.

“It was a conglom-
erate based on real
estate, but it got into
insurance companies
and things like that,”
recalls San Diegan Den-
nis Schmucker, who
was bankruptcy trustee
and coauthor of a
major report on the
company’s self-inflated
bubble. U.S. Financial
played two main games.
“First, they were front-
ending real estate.” The
company would sell out
a development before it
opened, such as 939
Coast Boulevard, a
high-rise condo in La

Jolla, and then book
future revenue. Then it
would estimate future
expenses. “They were
substantially understat-
ing expenses and there-
fore overstating profits.
They would report
profits on projects they
really had losses on.”

Secondly, “They
would develop or
acquire a property in
Entity A and turn
around and sell it to
Entity B and book the
profits, when Entity B
was actually one of
their own entities,’
recalls Schmucker. And
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sometimes, “Entity B
was an outside shill.”

There is no evi-
dence that the company
ever made any honest
money, says Schmucker.
“They created phony
earnings and used the
inflated stock to acquire
other properties.” Thus,
the company was
among the first to mas-
ter the 1960s conglom-
eration scam.

But all balloons
burst. As news clippings
from the era related,
U.S. Financial became
one of the nation’s
largest Chapter 11
bankruptcies ever, in
July 23, 1973. Stock-
holders got creamed.
That was my first day as
the new financial editor
of the San Diego Union.
For several months
before arriving, I had
been reading in
national media about
the calamities at U.S.
Financial and C. Arn-
holt Smith’s Westgate-
California. Thus, the
day after the

bankruptcy, I was hor-
rified to hear a top edi-
torial executive of Cop-
ley Newspapers declare,
“These are respectable
people in San Diego.”
Respectable? Didn’t
anyone read the
national financial press?
Walter, the chief
executive at U.S. Finan-
cial, pleaded no contest
in federal court to
charges of conspiracy
and filing a false report
with the Securities and
Exchange Commission.
He got three years in
prison, according to
press reports at the
time. Two other top
executives got prison
time on financial fraud
charges. Five others got
lighter sentences or stiff
fines, as reported in
local media. The com-
pany’s accounting firm
paid huge sums in civil
suits and was censured
by the Securities and
Exchange Commission.
There was another,
darker side to U.S.
Financial. It borrowed
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money from a ques-
tionable, small Swiss
institution, the Cosmos
Bank. As a 1974 article
in Business Week and a
1978 article in Forbes
pointed out, this bank,
which failed in the mid-
1970s, had made deals
to fund some very
shady operations. One
was Los Angeles—based
Equity Funding, called
“the fraud of the cen-
tury” in one of three
hot-selling books about
the company published
in the 1970s. Another
was the Paradise Island
Bridge, which connects
a controversial gam-
bling casino to Nassau,
Bahamas. Another
company getting
money from Cosmos
was Westec, considered
one of the major audit-
ing failures of the
1960s. Said Forbes,
“Cosmos also made a
concealed loan of
$800,000 to
Pefiasquitos Corp., a
[San Diego] land devel-
oper, which also

received $100 million in
loans from the much-
investigated Teamsters
Union Central States
Pension Fund. The
owner-operator of
Penasquitos, [San
Diego’s] Irvin J. Kahn,
who died in September
1973, was involved in
numerous deals with
principals related to
organized crime.” (Full
disclosure: as a staff
member, I provided
reams of information
on the Cosmos Bank to
Business Week. Also, I
was a major contribu-
tor to the 1978 Forbes
article.)

Investigative author
Dan E. Moldea in his
book Interference says
that former president
Richard Nixon stashed
$35.9 million in the
Cosmos Bank in 1971
and 1972. According to
the Business Week story,
“the Senate Watergate
Committee and the
special prosecutor’s
office looked into Cos-
mos Bank, among oth-

ers, to learn whether it
was a conduit for illegal
Republican campaign
contributions.”

Like U.S. Financial,
C. Arnholt Smith, who
controlled Westgate-
California and United
States National Bank,
had questionable asso-

ciations. Owner of the
Padres, Smith was
beloved of the San
Diego establishment.
The downtown Rotary
Club named him “Mr.
San Diego,” and a San
Diego Union writer
called him “Mr. San
Diego of the Century.”
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He was a close friend of
the Copley newspaper
clan — as I soon
learned in 1973 —a
lion of society, and the
leader of the business
establishment. But
another longtime Smith
associate was John
Alessio, who ran a
bookmaking operation
in Mexico and went to
prison in 1971 for tax
evasion. Alessio boasted
in a Union-Tribune arti-
cle that he was one of
the biggest shareholders
in Smith enterprises. In
the late 1960s, the two
tried unsuccessfully to
get the Del Mar Race-
track license and move
it to their Oceanside
track, San Luis Rey
Downs, according to
the North County
Times.

In 1933, Smith and
his brother had bought
the ailing United States
National Bank, and in
ensuing decades, they
acquired other banks.

Smith launched
Westgate-California in

1960 and through rapid
acquisitions created a
hodgepodge: Yellow
Cab operations in 13
California cities, a tuna
fleet, the Westgate Plaza
Hotel, regional airline
Air California, Airport
Limousine and Truck-
ing Services, diversified
manufacturer Golconda
Corp., and scattered
raw land.

In the mid-1960s,
some Las Vegas
entrepreneurs decided
to build a posh resort in
North County, named
La Costa. The leader
was Morris “Moe”
Dalitz, a charter mem-
ber during Prohibition
of Cleveland’s Mayfield
Road Mob. In the
1950s, when Senator
Estes Kefauver was
investigating organized
crime, Dalitz, asked
about rum-running,
snapped famously, “If
you people wouldn’t
have drunk it, I
wouldn’t have boot-
legged it”

U.S. National made
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the interim loans on La
Costa, according to
James Mulvaney, later
the government-
installed president of
the bank. Then the
Teamsters’ funds would
assume the U.S.
National loans, explains
Mulvaney. Teamster
head Frank Fitzsim-
mons, “who had taken
over for Jimmy Hoffa,
used to come down to
the ballpark regularly
when the Padres were a
minor-league team, and
also when they were in
the majors,” says
Mulvaney.

According to fed-
eral banking and secu-

rities regulators, the
Smith-controlled bank
would dole out money
far in excess of legal
insider-lending limits
to the Smith-controlled
conglomerate Westgate-
California and also to
Smith’s cronies, such as
Alessio, La Costa devel-
opers, and owners of
farm acreage.

“Smith used the
bank as his cash regis-
ter,” says Dave Stutz,
who probed Smith and
John Alessio for a com-
bined federal and state
organized-crime strike
force. Stutz, who retired
last year from the dis-
trict attorney’s office,

says Smith made sure
that the majority of
bank officials “were in
his pocket; they would
approve anything —
gave him a cash cow to
build his empire and
fund his friends,” such
as Alessio and Dalitz.
The strike force was
investigating alleged
hoodlums that hung
around La Costa, says
Stutz. Despite bad
national publicity about
La Costa, U.S. National
didn’t stop shelling out
construction loans; it
kept funding the Vegas
entrepreneurs, particu-
larly for purchasing
surrounding real estate.

“I saw all the loan
reports generated inter-
nally within the bank
for La Costa,” says
Stutz. Dalitz and his
pals would routinely
request loans of
$50,000 and $100,000
and get them. “The
bank carried the La
Costa loans on the
books; they were rolled
over but not always
paid.”

As the bank headed
for insolvency in the
early 1970s, phantom
transactions appeared,
says Stutz. Smith and
bank officials “set up 80
or so different corpora-
tions that were just on

paper. There was no
corporation. They
would roll the loans

over into these entities.”

In the early 1970s,
the Securities and
Exchange Commission
accused Smith of fraud.
Trading in Westgate
stock was halted. In a
settlement, Smith was
removed from office.
Federal banking
authorities shut down
the bank in 1973 — at
the time, it was the
largest bank failure in
U.S. history. Almost 40
percent of the loans
were to Smith compa-
nies or cronies.
Comptroller of the

Currency James E.
Smith called the bank’s
unkempt operations the
result of “total fraud.”
The Smith financing
machine was “self-deal-
ing run riot.” Initially,
stockholders of both
the bank and the con-
glomerate got
clobbered.

Smith eventually
pleaded no contest to
federal felony bank
fraud. The government
showed that when his
bank was shoveling
money to his pals, some
of it was going into his
pocket, pointed out
press articles of the
time. But Smith was
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given probation. The
public howled. The dis-
trict attorney nailed
him for embezzlement
of almost $9 million. In
1984, he was incarcer-
ated, sort of — he
tended flowers for eight
months at a work fur-
lough center in South-
east San Diego. He died
in 1996.

And he died penni-
less, says Mulvaney.
Most white-collar crim-
inals stash loot offshore
and have plenty left
after serving time. Not
Smith. Shortly before he
died, Smith called Mul-
vaney. Smith groaned
that he didn’t have any-

thing to eat. “He asked
if I would send $150,”
recalls Mulvaney. “I
thought he had stashed
money away some-
where. But he didn’t
have a frigging nickel.”
He had built so
much — indeed, the
Westgate hotel had
resulted from a conver-
sation with former
President Dwight Eisen-
hower. The two had
been drinking in the old
El Cortez hotel.
Schmucker remembers
this conversation with
Smith: “He said Ike
asked if this was the
best hotel in San Diego.
Smith was so embar-

rassed for San Diego
that he built the Execu-
tive Hotel and from
there built the
Westgate.”

But Smith, in fact,
was not all that bright.

Mulvaney puts it gently:

“He was a gambler. He
couldn’t stop buying.
He was a good acquirer
but paid little or no
attention to ongoing
operations.”

Says Norman
Roberts, longtime San
Diego investment
banker, “Arnie was
hardly an intellectual
giant, but Alessio, actu-
ally, was pretty smart.”

The 1960s and
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1970s produced other
conglomerate dillies.
Harvard Law graduate
Walter Wencke ran
unsuccessfully for
Congress in 1960 as a
Democrat — with
Republican Smith’s
blessings. Then Wencke
concentrated on build-
ing a conglomerate,
winding up with 178
corporations and 46
partnerships in truck-
ing, agriculture, book-
keeping, hotels, and real
estate, including half
ownership of a Holiday
Inn in San Francisco’s
financial district. He
also managed to stash
money in offshore tax

SO

havens and even tried to
set up a bank in the
Cayman Islands pirate
cove, according to arti-
cles in the San Diego
Union.

But in 1978, he was
convicted of mail fraud
and filing false state-
ments with the govern-
ment. He was scheduled
to go to the slammer in
October 1979, but he
fled and hasn’t been
seen since. It’s assumed
he joined his money
offshore.

In 1962, Norman
Roberts’s brokerage
firm sold an initial pub-
lic offering of a com-
pany that invested in

emerging enterprises. In
1968, Charles “Red”
Scott, an effervescent
horse trader who hired
only confirmed opti-
mists, got control of the
company and later
changed its name to
Intermark, recalls
Roberts.

Scott’s Intermark
owned grimy industrial
companies. It also got
into consumer enter-
prises. But two of Inter-
mark’s biggest San
Diego investments,
Nurseryland and Liquor
Barn, tanked. For a
while, Scott controlled
the big specialty retailer
Pier I. He controlled
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half of San Diego’s Mis-
sion West Properties.
And he managed to get
more than 25 percent of
the stock of Fuqua, an
Atlanta conglomerate.
But Intermark and
a companion company
were unable to service
their debt. In 1992, they
went into bankruptcy.
Scott went to
Atlanta to head Fuqua,
where he began feuding
with management,
according to a detailed

1993 article in Forbes.
Soon, he left. However,
the loquacious
entrepreneur’s cornball
aphorisms are still
quoted in collections of
maudlin business say-
ings. For example, the
Horatio Alger Associa-
tion quotes Scott opin-
ing, “ ‘T will’ beats IQ’
every time.”

Accounting
Hocus-Pocus
A rapid-fire acquirer of

the era was Richard L.
Burns. He moved his
R.L. Burns Corp. from
San Bernardino to San
Diego in 1977. He
bought one of La Jolla’s
most opulent mansions
and gave lavishly to
charity, as San Diego
Union articles of the
time attested. His com-
pany bought Texas oil
wells, a dangerous game
for a non-Texan. Mark
Twain once defined a
gold mine as “a hole in

the ground with a liar
on the top.” Burns
didn’t realize that
Twain’s wisdom applied
in spades to Texas oil
wells, recalls Roberts.
The company failed
ignominiously.
Undeterred,
Richard L. Burns
bought control of
Nucorp Energy and
went on another acqui-
sition spree, buying oil
field equipment with
stock that had zoomed
more than 2000 percent
in two years, according
to press articles of the
day. But no company
can sustain such an
acquisition binge. The
acquirer inevitably buys
dogs. Nucorp plunged
into bankruptcy in
1982, and the Securities
and Exchange Commis-
sion charged Burns
with doing what San
Diego’s Peregrine Sys-
tems did many years
later: booking a sale
long before the product
had been made and
delivered legitimately.
Peregrine Systems,
a software company
headquartered east of
Del Mar, was a case of
accounting fraud that
facilitated a planned
acquisition binge — all
tied in with massive
insider trading. Eleven
people have been crimi-
nally indicted for
allegedly helping to

inflate the company’s
revenue by 40 percent
between 1999 and late
2001. Among many
things, insiders are
charged with using
techniques such as giv-
ing kickbacks to cus-
tomers to get them to
commit to buying
products and then ring-
ing up a sale even
though the products
weren’t sold.

Former Peregrine
chairman and majority
Padres owner John
Moores unloaded $487
million of stock during

currency to make
acquisitions, according
to civil suits against for-
mer directors and man-
agers. “The higher the
price of Peregrine stock,
the fewer the number of
shares Peregrine would
have to issue for each
acquisition,” says one
civil suit filed in federal
court here. Because one
acquisition was
expected to depress
Peregrine stock tem-
porarily, directors were
told not to sell their
shares, according to the
civil suits. But they

the fraud period and
$650 million worth
overall. Although he
spent much of his time
at the company, where
he had an office, and
essentially controlled
the company, according
to civil suits, he and
some self-purported
“outside” directors have
not yet been charged.
The investigation is
ongoing.

As the books were
being cooked and insid-
ers were bailing out, the
stock ran up almost to
$80. The higher stock
price would be used as

unloaded them anyway.
The company went
through bankruptcy
and is now trying to
recover.

During the 1990s,
FPA Medical Manage-
ment, a Wall Street dar-
ling headquartered in
LaJolla, bragged that it
could be a middleman
between insurers and
physicians — promis-
ing doctors that it could
relieve them of clerical
costs by handling pay-
ments to health insur-
ers. As the stock soared,
FPA bought out the
practices of many doc-
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tors all across the
United States. The com-
pany reported steadily
growing profits until it
suddenly filed for
bankruptcy in 1998.
Through phony
accounting, the com-
pany had made it
appear that operating
cash flow was soaring.
It wasn’t, as Depart-
ment of Justice investi-
gators found. With the
collapse, more than
1600 doctors owed $60
million to insurers.
Those physicians who
had sold their practices
in exchange for FPA’s
inflated stock were
wiped out. In March of
last year, the former
chief financial officer,
Steven M. Lash, was
sentenced to 51 months
in prison for mail and
wire fraud, as well as
defrauding a lender.

Ambitious Acquirers
Other San Diego
acquirers suffered from
bad judgment, bad tim-
ing, and bad luck and

sometimes drew the
attention of regulators,
but they weren’t quite
so egregious as the ones
that commanded
national attention.
Wickes Companies
moved its corporate
headquarters to down-
town San Diego in the
early 1970s. The com-
pany was already diver-
sified, owning heavy
machinery operations,
as well as lumberyards,
furniture stores,
Builders Emporium
hardware outlets, and
the like. In 1980,
Wickes bought Gam-
ble-Skogmo, a Min-
nesota mishmash with
supermarkets, drug-
stores, discount stores,
and discount catalogs.
And a huge pile of debt.
Wickes doubled its debt
to take on the mess, just
as interest rates were
soaring. The rapidly
rising interest rates hit
the housing market and
soon walloped Wickes’s
furniture and lumber
businesses. At the same

time, Wickes was pay-
ing higher rates on
some of the debt it
inherited from
Gamble-Skogmo.
Wickes went into
bankruptcy in 1982.
Then Sanford Sigoloff,
known as Ming the
Merciless, moved the
company to Santa
Monica and started
paring it down ruth-
lessly. But after Wickes
emerged from
bankruptcy in 1985,
Sigoloff got mixed up
with junk bond king
(and later jailbird)
Michael Milken.
Sigoloff took on more
debt and started mak-
ing acquisitions again.
But the acquired com-

panies ran into trouble.

In 1988, a troubled

Wickes was bought out,

as several San Diego
Union articles revealed.
For years after its
founding in 1983, Sun-
rise Medical was a suc-
cessful acquirer of
home medical-equip-
ment makers. Sunrise
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was famous for such
products as its Quickie,
Breezy, and Guardian
wheelchairs, and oxy-
gen and sleep therapy
devices with the DeVil-
biss name. It moved to
Carlsbad from Torrance
in 1994 and the next
year was already in
trouble. It revealed in
Securities and
Exchange Commission
filings that it was inves-
tigating suspicious
accounting at some of
its subsidiaries.

The company had
an aggressive bonus
program that rewarded

spectacular divisional
results. But some divi-
sion executives pro-
duced those results
with a pencil and
eraser, the company
learned from its own
probe. Sunrise paid $20
million to settle class-
action suits. Then in
1999, the Securities and
Exchange Commission
charged it with keeping
falsified books, issuing
false financial state-
ments, and failing to
maintain adequate
internal accounting
controls. In 2000, the
company was bought

for one-third the price
its stock had once
achieved.

Inland Entertain-
ment had a prosperous
business as a consultant
to the Barona casino.
But in 1998, it got bit-
ten by the dot-com
bug. It renamed itself
Venture Catalyst and
began investing in
start-ups with titillating
names such as
clickNsettle.com, Com-
panyfinance.com,
Spun.com, and Idealab.
The stock soared above
$20. But the dot-com
bubble burst in 2000,

and shortly, Venture
Catalyst wasn’t getting
money from Barona
either, for unrelated
reasons. The stock
cratered, along with the
company, as Union-Tri-
bune articles pointed
out.

In the 1990s, Steak-
house Partners, which
started in San Diego in
1967 as the Jolly Ox,
thought it could revive
some ailing restaurant
chains that had been
snapped up in an
acquisition spree. But
Steakhouse Partners,
with its Hungry

Hunter, Hunter Steak-
house, Mountain Jack’s,
and Carvers, had too
much debt and too
many restaurants serv-
ing cholesterol-sated
food. It filed for Chap-
ter 11 bankruptcy in
2002.

Many studies, such
as those by Wall Street’s
Sanford R. Bernstein,
have shown that the
acquisition route is the
very worst for corpo-
rate growth. Indeed,
most mergers and
acquisitions don’t work
well, as the San Diego
experience demon-
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strates. But the game is
rolling again. Why?
Corporate managers,
running a larger enter-
prise, can justify higher
salaries for themselves.
Wall Street rakes in big
fees and makes money
while the stocks plunge
and soar.

Initial Public
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There’s another game
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sober and corporations
and their financiers are
sincerely trying to raise
money, the market for
new issues of stock is a
legitimate keystone of
capitalism. But when
markets are high on
giggle juice, as in the
late 1990s, the new
issues market can be
abusive.

The initial public
offering gets its impri-
matur of respectability
from the legendary
inventors who launch a
company in a garage,
with some money pro-
vided by a venture cap-
italist. By the time the
company goes public,
the founders and
financiers have shares
for a penny apiece.
After the company goes
public, the insiders sell
for huge profits. That is
legitimate — some-
times a Horatio Alger
story. But flimflammers
see this as a route to a
fast buck: forming a
company, giving
founders and early

investors stock for
almost nothing, going
public whether or not
there is hope for busi-
ness success, and
dumping as many
shares as legally possi-
ble before the hot-air
balloon pops.

In a giddy market,
the shares are manipu-
lated. Demand is hyped
while supply of stock is
squeezed. When that
happens, it’s often clear
that insiders are more
interested in making a
fast buck than raising
funds for the company.
Actually, if a new issue
leaps from $10 to $20
the first day, a company
truly interested in rais-
ing capital would fire
the underwriters for
not pricing the stock at
$20 so the company
would reap the full
benefits.

During the 1990s,
Wall Street was “lad-
dering” new issues. The
underwriters would tell
one big brokerage that
it could have 100,000
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shares of a hot new
issue if it would com-
mit to buying the
shares and paying $11.
The next had to pay
$11.75, the next
$12.50, the next

$13.30 — and on up
the ladder. Small
investors noted the ris-
ing prices and jumped
in. When the price got
high, the insiders sold.
When a little penny
stock promoter gets
caught in such obvious
manipulation, he goes
to jail. But these were
Wall Street’s biggest,
richest, most politically
connected firms. They
got off with wrist slaps.

San Diego was
loaded with hot new
offerings in the madcap
1990s. New issues of
biotech, telecom, and
tech stocks came out by
the bushel. On opening
day, new issues of soft-
ware companies Web-
sense and JNI doubled,
while biotech Diversa
and online music
maker MP3.com
tripled. Almost all of
the local 1990s new
issues employed dedi-
cated scientists and
engineers trying to
build a company. But
some of the top execu-
tives had a history of
getting rich quick in
new stock offerings and
then selling out and
going on to the next
bonanza.

Illumina, a Univer-
sity City—based biotech
that produces tools for
analyzing genetic varia-
tions and functions,
went public July 28,
2000. The issue was
priced at $16. The first
trade was at $29.88, and
it closed the first day at
$39.17. It then rocketed
to $51.62. It’s now
under $10. The com-
pany continues to lose
money, although the
red ink isn’t flowing as
profusely as earlier.
Insiders aren’t com-
plaining; they paid
between one cent and
nine cents for each of
their shares, according
to filings with the Secu-
rities and Exchange
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Commission. There was
a lot of selling during
December 2004, filings
show.

Eastgate Mall-based
Wireless Facilities, which
does network design
and management for
the wireless communi-

cations industry, went
public November 5,
1999, at $15. The first
trade was at $37.50, and
the stock quadrupled
the first day, closing at
$62. Then, riding the
telecom bubble, it
soared to $163.50. The

company lost bundles
of money in 2001 and
2002 and made a mod-
est profit in 2003. Last
August, it announced it
would restate its profits
downward for the pre-
vious four years. The
stock plummeted 18

percent that day. Now
it’s selling under $10.
The founders got their
stock for between one-
third of a penny and 2.3
cents, and some of that
stock has been sold.
Venture capitalist board
members got shares for

93 cents to $1.58 each
and have also been
dumping, corporate
records reveal.

Another biotech,
Immune Response
Corp., went public in
1990 below $10 a share.
Before long, the stock

had shot up to $60. At
the time, it was based
in La Jolla, and its main
claim to fame was its
cofounder, Dr. Jonas
Salk, renowned devel-
oper of the polio vac-
cine. The company
wanted to develop a
therapeutic AIDS vac-
cine using a technique
similar to Salk’s
approach to polio.

Salk (who died in
1995) and other insid-
ers received shares for
one-fourth of one cent
each. Insiders began
selling from the get-go.
But the company, now
based in Carlsbad, con-
tinues to report big
losses on minuscule
revenues and has a
stunning $323.5 million
cumulative deficit,
according to official
records. The stock sells
for below $1.40.

Large profits from
new issues seldom hit
the news. But one hot
new issue was big news
in San Diego in 1999.
The company was
Neon Systems, a soft-
ware developer based in
Texas. It was controlled
by John Moores, who at
the time was trying to
wangle a ballpark from
the San Diego City
Council. Moores cut
councilmember Valerie
Stallings in on the
“friends and family
list,” meaning she got
shares at the initial
price. Few get this kind
of privilege. The stock
rocketed up 67 percent
the first day. Stallings
held on for only 26 days
and dumped her shares
for a 267 percent profit.

Immediately after
consulting with
Moores, Stallings sold
her stock at $49.15,
within $1.10 of the
stock’s all-time high.
But the then—U.S. attor-
ney insisted that
Moores had no inside
information on where
the stock was going.
She made a killing. He
got a ballpark. She got
a wrist slap. m

Such intellectuals are,
the implied charges go, too alienated
to achieve truly positive anarchism
and may be consumed by a self-
regarding defensiveness that results
mostly in intimidation and provoca-

tive verbal but other-

wise inadequate
“reformism.” More treason
of the clerics.

But whatever truth there may be
to that can certainly take varied forms.
(Typical intellectual embrace!) Item:
A couple of years ago I got a brief
note, institutionally forwarded, from a
small-town fellow I had not heard
from for near half a century. Identify-
ing himself as now a comfortably
retired dentist who had lately taken
up reading around American litera-
ture, he had run across some writing
of mine. He recalled our ancient con-
nection, which was that I had talked
him into fleeing our Minnesota
prairie small town and shipping out
as merchant seamen.

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hospital. When the doc-
tors announced that my
double-pneumonia was
terminal, varied relatives
gathered around my oxy-
gen tent to variously pray
and variously bicker
about paying the bills. I
partly recovered, and
other relatives put me to
a “nature cure” Pneumo-
nia and pleurisy again. In
spite of treatments rang-
ing from folk medicine
amulets to a medical
Calvinist, I survived,
though without faith.

So a worried aunt
ponied up for a Protes-
tant parochial school
where I could combine
making-up lost months
of schooling and lost
faith. There I was so
quick at fanciful exposi-
tions of scripture that I
was skipped ahead a
couple of terms — is
that why I later became a
literary scholar-critic? —
though dyslexically
backward on such trivia
as math and language
skills. My theological
swiftness served me
badly when, at 13 in
another small town, the
authoritarian Lutheran
(Missouri Synod) minis-
ter pulled me from cate-
chism class for question-
ing too much. In a semi-
public inquisition,
quoted the Old Testa-
ment to prove that his
God was mean and the
pre-Pauline New Testa-
ment to cast doubt on
trinitarianism. He
announced my sin as
“intellectual pride, Satan’s
work.” In an early
attempt at wit, I said I
was glad someone was
working for me. To the
threat of eternal damna-
tion as an apostate, I,
vainly learned, countered
that didn’t apply since my
competing relatives had
never settled on who
would baptize me, hence
I was not subject to his
rules and threats. In rage,
the minister pronounced
me an utter atheist, to be
barred from the church,
and ordered my uncle-
by-marriage to punish
me.

He did but soon gave
up and switched
religions — argumenta-
tive ones, he suspected,
might not be good for
business. I was therefore
supposed to be quiet
about my atheism. But I
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worked defensively at
intellectualizing and
enlarging it. So there is
my pattern, however
offensive to rosy-pantied
women, would-be-cul-
tured dentists, and doc-
trinaire anarchist writers.
Further episodes in
my atheistic pilgrimage
were also low comedy.
For example, during
World War II there was a
much-trumpeted gross
propaganda slogan:
“There are no atheists in
[American] foxholes!” In
a break from infantry
combat, I Schweikishly
went up to the regimental
chaplain, saluted, and
reported, “Sir, the no-
atheists-in-foxholes is not

true!” Crouched in a fox-
hole under Panzer 88
shelling, I had remained
firm in my nonfaith. The
scarlet-faced chaplain
tremblingly ordered pity
on me but no other
punishment.

However, I was pun-
ished a couple of times
for objecting to manda-
tory attendance at “reli-
gious services” — sen-
tenced to extra duty,
which in that infantry
outfit was seven days at
hard labor. Second-time
around, I demanded a
full hearing, in spite of
the announced risk of a
harsher sentence. I intel-
lectualized the issues: (1)
I could not be further

punished because I
already had been for the
charge — “double jeop-
ardy”; (2) my religious
rights were violated in
that no services were pro-
vided “for my faith, athe-
ism”; and, typical intel-
lectual overargument, (3)
I demanded that my
commanding officer be
reprimanded: (a) for not
providing a prompt Spe-
cial Court Martial; (b) for
imposing a religion on
me; and (c) for not pro-
viding me dog tags with
proper religious identifi-
cation. All charges were
dismissed, with a warning
that the next time I was
insubordinate I would get
a General Court Martial
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and years in the stockade,
“irregardless” my
cleverness.

The dog tag issue
became a mock-epic.
Mandatory on the tags,
besides name, serial
number, and blood type,
was, for proper burial
and prayers, religious
abbreviation: “P” (Protes-
tant, any and all), “C”
(Catholic), and “H”
(Hebrew — polite for
Jew). Choose one. I
demanded an “A” (Athe-
ist). Request denied.

Escorted from battal-
ion to regimental author-
ity, | was ordered to “quit
goldbricking with this
unmilitary crap. Take a
religion, soldier!” “Yes,

Sir,  want all religions
due me: ‘HCP, Hebrew
first because it is the old-
est” Request denied,
especially the “Yid” part.
Escorted to the high
realms of division, I got a
more liberal officer who
explained that I should
take “P” because that
included agnostics, like
him. I refused such latitu-
dinarianism. Eventually I
was government stamped
“—7 (religion
unknown).

But that upset the
pious company exec at
the next inspection. Up
the chain of command,
again, curses and threats,
and new dog tags marked
“X” But my fine new reli-

gious category didn’t pass
inspection by a colonel:
“You think they’re going
to put up a special
marker in the cemetery
just for a fuckin’ trouble-
making private?” I was
issued tags with the slot
for religion left pure
blank. No doubt inconve-
niently, I didn’t quite fill
an unmarked grave, just
further inspections.
Various other experi-
ences had contributed to
my intellectualism, an
aggressive-defensive style
layered upon my rather
mountainous small-town
boy naiveté. Earlier than
the military watershed,
my intellectual dissidence
took some obvious turns,
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such as expulsion from
high school for arguing
against various rituals,
including play elections,
competitive sports hyste-
ria, “good citizenship,”’
and similar mean pieties.
But they let me back in to
graduate (minus all
earned honors). Later, my
blasphemies grew more
sophisticated, required, in
one case, for defense
against expulsion from
the University of Min-
nesota, as with arguing
before a faculty-adminis-
tration committee against
charges by a vindictive
Dean of Students (cocre-
ator of a famous and
vicious “personality pro-
file” exam — another
damn religion! — which
I had refused to finish
after an antidraft protest
arrest). Granted, a com-
peting good dean
coached me a bit in my
successful defense.
Pyrrhic victory, as often,
for then the bad dean
went after me for “moral
turpitude,” including
cohabiting with a female
undergraduate. Some lib-
eral faculty came success-
fully, though a bit nar-
rowly, to my defense. So I
thought I better marry
the woman to save her
from expulsion. We were
soon divorced, after I ran
off with a senior profes-
sor’s wife — considered a
bit outré in those

times — and had to
switch universities, fields,
and jobs.

So it went in coun-
tering intellectualism. I
was insistent, though not
quite compulsive, some-
times wearily prudent or
obfuscatingly casuistical
enough to slip into an
“honorable discharge,”
various degrees, even a
few honors and awards.
But some of my goings
were crude, such as fir-
ings from factories for
“talking too much.” Some
were more ornate, such as
“nonretention” by facul-
ties for “abrasive” publi-
cations and violations of
“collegiality.” Admittedly,
some of my dissenting
disputes were petty (such
as over not wearing a tie
or using obscenities in
the classroom), some
were psychologically ill-
chosen (such as with a
drunken senior professor
who tried pushing my
sarcasms and me out a

second-story window),
and some became, with
historical change, con-
ventional enough (such
as anticensorship and
antiwar protests). Nor
did I avoid intellectual
involution, having to

defend my prolific liter-
ary scholarship for its
iconoclastic cast while
defending my radical
journalism for incorrect
complexity and all-
encompassing mockery. I
admit that, fucked over, I

often just settled for try-
ing a strong intellectual
gesture.

While I still think I
managed some essential
resistance, I doubt that I
accomplished much
institutional reform, or

that I saved many souls.
The personal price? As
with pneumonia, reli-
gion, military combat,
and some variety of usual
institutional repressions,
I survived. In retrospect, I
now doubt that it was

intellectual quality that
kept me above water (nor
supposed bravery or the
indulgence of the hierar-
chies, whatever) but just
good old American con-
fusion, incompetence,
which I now anarchisti-
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cally fear is declining.
Muddle and stupidity
may be the libertarian’s
best friends.

Certainly much was
fortuitous. As with my
first graduate fellowship,
a game I knew nothing
about. You could say that
it was a bit intellectual: I
had argued down a
quasi-religious fake; he
one-upped me by coming
up with a fellowship in an
alien field, political sci-
ence, while I was major-
ing in art.

In his muddled
machinations, he meant
to undermine something
or other. (Much later I
learned that he was a
longtime CIA operative,

no doubt appropriately.)
Other confusions
and even flukes followed,
and, though almost never
shrewd, and constitu-
tionally quite incompe-
tent at sycophancy,
became a marginal aca-
demic, only enduring in
the muddle of third-rate
provincial institutions,
though I briefly tried out
my iconoclasm at a cou-
ple of elite-ruthless semi-
seminaries. How does a
learned mocking resister
last in what are essen-
tially conservative and
anti-intellectual institu-
tions? In considerable
part, I was cast as the
alien token, intellectual-
scholar endured (though

periodically advised to
leave for better places) as
tenured-troublemaker,
on the way to semi-offi-
cial curmudgeon. The
anti-professional profes-
sional, or the ill-man-
nered prostitute. Enough
students found me
provocative, though
never more than a saving
remnant amongst the
vast numbers, to make
professing seem worth-
while. I even almost
acquired the standard
skills, such as under-
teaching for overpay, and
other pieties of doing less
for more. Still, T suspect,
not alone among refugees
from the Enlightenment
in ambiguous institu-

tionalization in the past
American generation or
two, we may have black-
ened a bit the counterfeit
cultural pots.

So you might say
that I modestly profited
from my intellectual
iconoclasm, even while I
polemicized against the
institution — barking at
the fist that fed me. All
that they could righ-
teously think up was
depriving me of second-
rate goodies (delayed
promotions, canceled
leaves, inappropriate
schedules, and the like),
which I mostly took as
confirmation of my argu-
ments against institu-
tionalization, such as

refusing to give exams
and competitive grades
and encouraging under-
graduates to avoid
requirements and gradu-
ate students to drop out.
Am I suggesting a
defense or a deconstruc-
tion of my intellectual-
ism? Both; they merge.
Even now, I sometimes
read theology, which
becomes anti-theology.
Long a pacifist, I do a bit
pursue military history.
And so on, in my calling
of blasphemy. That’s
intellectualism for you.
Various authoritari-
anisms antithetically pro-
duce — and partly
entrap? — the iconoclas-
tic likes of me. I suppose

that in a truly good insti-
tution, or society, I would
have little role or place.
No immediate problem
since as atheist-anarchist
I now surmise that most
of our techno-civilization
is a species aberration
and speeding to a dead
end. While I, too, despise
authority-sucking,
careerist-farting, pissing-
up-somebody-else’s-rope
intellectualism, I must
confess that, with what-
ever countering, [ am a
goddamn intellectual. m

This essay first appeared
in Social Anarchism,
Number 201, published
in 1995.
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n the year 1929 I spent several weeks
in the Hopital X, in the 15th Arrondisse-
ment of Paris. The clerks put me through
the usual third-degree at the reception

desk, and indeed I was kept answering
questions for some 20 minutes before they
would let me in. If you have ever had to
fill up forms in a Latin country you will
know the kind of questions I mean. For
some days past I had been unequal to
translating Reaumur into Fahrenheit, but
I know that my temperature was round
about 103, and by the end of the inter-
view I had some difficulty in standing on
my feet. At my back a resigned little knot
of patients, carrying bundles done up in
coloured handkerchiefs, waited their turn
to be questioned.

After the questioning came the bath —

Only after some
moments did I realize
what they were doing to
him. It was something
called cupping.

a compulsory routine for all newcomers,
apparently, just as in prison or the work-
house. My clothes were taken away from
me, and after [ had sat shivering for some
minutes in five inches of warm water [

was given a linen nightshirt and a short
blue flannel dressing-gown — no slip-

pers; they had none big enough for me, they
said — and led out into the open air. This
was a night in February and I was suffer-
ing from pneumonia. The ward we were
going to was 200 yards away, and it seemed
that to get to it you had to cross the hos-
pital grounds. Someone stumbled in front
of me with a lantern. The gravel path was

frosty underfoot, and the wind whipped
the nightshirt round my bare calves. When
we got into the ward I was aware of a
strange feeling of familiarity whose origin
I did not succeed in pinning down till later
in the night. It was a long, rather low, ill-
lit room, full of murmuring voices and
with three rows of beds surprisingly close
together. There was a foul smell, faecal
and yet sweetish. As I lay down I saw on
a bed nearly opposite me a small, round-
shouldered, sandy-haired man sitting half
naked while a doctor and a student per-
formed some strange operation on him.
First the doctor produced from
his black bag a dozen small glasses
like wine glasses, then the stu-
dent burned a match inside each
glass to exhaust the air, then the
glass was popped on to the man’s
back or chest and the vacuum
drew up a huge yellow blister.
Only after some moments did I
realize what they were doing to
him. It was something called cup-
ping, a treatment which you can
read about in old medical text-
books but which till then I had vaguely
thought of as one of those things they do
to horses.

The cold air outside had probably
lowered my temperature, and I watched
this barbarous remedy with detachment

\,
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and even a certain amount of amusement.
The next moment, however, the doctor
and the student came across to my bed,
hoisted me upright and without a word
began applying the same set of glasses,
which had not been sterilized in any way.
A few feeble protests that I uttered got no
more response than if I had been an ani-

mal. I was very much
impressed by the imper-
sonal way in which the two
men started on me. I had
never been in the public
ward of a hospital before, and it was my
first experience of doctors who handle
you without speaking to you or, in a human
sense, taking any notice of you. They only
put on six glasses in my case, but after
doing so they scarified the blisters and

applied the glasses again. Each glass now
drew about a dessert-spoonful of dark-
coloured blood. As I lay down again, humil-
iated, disgusted, and frightened by the
thing that had been done to me, I reflected
that now at least they would leave me
alone. But no, not a bit of it. There was
another treatment coming, the mustard

poultice, seemingly a matter of routine, like
the hot bath. Two slatternly nurses had
already got the poultice ready, and they
lashed it round my chest as tight as a strait-
jacket while some men who were wan-
dering about the ward in shirt and trousers
began to collect round my bed with half-
sympathetic grins. I learned later that
watching a patient have a mustard poul-
tice was a favourite pastime in the ward.
These things are normally applied for a quar-

ter of an hour, and cer-
tainly they are funny
enough if you don’t hap-
pen to be the person inside.
For the first five minutes the
pain is severe, but you
believe you can bear it.
During the second five
minutes this belief evapo-
rates, but the poultice is
buckled at the back and

you can’t get it off. This is
the period the onlookers
enjoy most. During the last
five minutes,  noted, a sort
of numbness supervenes.
After the poultice had been
removed a waterproof pil-
low packed with ice was
thrust beneath my head
and I was left alone. I did
not sleep, and to the best

of my knowledge this was
the only night of my life—
I mean the only night spent
in bed — in which I have
not slept at all, not even a
minute.

During my first hour
in the Hopital X I had had
awhole series of different
and contradictory treat-
ments, but this was mis-

leading, for in general you
got very little treatment at
all, either good or bad,
unless you were ill in some
interesting and instructive
way. At five in the morn-
ing the nurses came round,
woke the patients and took
their temperatures, but did
not wash them. If you were
well enough you washed

yourself, otherwise you
depended on the kindness
of some walking patient. It
was generally patients, too,
who carried the bedbot-
tles and the grim bedpan,
nicknamed La Casserole.
At eight breakfast arrived,
called army-fashion la
soupe. It was soup, too, a
thin vegetable soup with

slimy hunks of bread float-
ing aboutin it. Later in the
day the tall, solemn, black-
bearded doctor made his
rounds, with an interne
and a troop of students
following at his heels, but
there were about 60 of us
in the ward, and it was evi-
dent that he had other
wards to attend to as well.

and then for a long time
stand beside his bed,
whistling, as grooms are
said to do with horses, until
at last with an agonized
shriek of “Je Pisse!” he
would get started. In the
bed next to him the sandy-
haired man whom I had
seen being cupped used to
cough up blood-streaked
mucus at all hours. My left-
hand neighbour was a tall,
flaccid-looking young man
who used periodically to
have a tube inserted into his
back and astonishing quan-
tities of frothy liquid drawn
off from some part of his
body. In the bed beyond
that a veteran of the war of
1870 was dying, a hand-
some old man with a white
imperial, round whose bed,
at all hours when visiting
was allowed, four elderly
female relatives dressed all
in black sat exactly like
crows, obviously schem-
ing for some pitiful legacy.
In the bed opposite me in
the farther row was an old
bald-headed man with
drooping moustaches and
greatly swollen face and
body, who was suffering
from some disease that
made him urinate almost
incessantly. A huge glass
receptacle stood always
beside his bed. One day his
wife and daughter came
to visit him. At sight of
them the old man’s bloated
face lit up with a smile of
surprising sweetness, and
as his daughter, a pretty
girl of about 20, approached
the bed I saw that his hand
was slowly working its way
from under the bedclothes.
I seemed to see in advance
the gesture that was com-
ing — the girl kneeling
beside the bed, the old
man’s hand laid on her
head in his dying blessing.
But no, he merely handed
her the bedbottle, which
she promptly took from
him and emptied into the
receptacle.

About a dozen beds
away from me was niimero
57 — 1 think that was his
number — a cirrhosis-of-
the-liver case.

Asiatics and usually peo-
ple who had died violent
deaths. Niimero 57’s eyes
were still open, his mouth
also open, his small face
contorted into an expres-
sion of agony. What most
impressed me, however,
was the whiteness of his
face. It had been pale before,
but now it was little darker
than the sheets. As I gazed
at the tiny, screwed-up face
it struck me that this dis-
gusting piece of refuse,
waiting to be carted away
and dumped on a slab in
the dissecting room, was
an example of “natural”
death, one of the things
you pray for in the Litany.
There you are, then, I
thought, that’s what is wait-
ing for you, 20, 30, 40 years
hence: that is how the lucky
ones die, the ones who live
to be old. One wants to
live, of course, indeed one
only stays alive by virtue
of the fear of death, but I
think now, as I thought
then, that it’s better to die
violently and not too old.
People talk about the hor-
rors of war, but what
weapon has man invented
that even approaches in
cruelty some of the com-

moner diseases? “Natural”
death, almost by defini-
tion, means something
slow, smelly, and painful.
Even at that, it makes a dif-
ference if you can achieve
it in your own home and
not in a public institution.
This poor old wretch who
had just flickered out like
a candle-end was not even
important enough to have
anyone watching by his
deathbed. He was merely
a number, then a “subject”
for the students’ scalpels.
And the sordid publicity
of dying in such a place!
In the Hopital X the beds
were very close together
and there were no screens.
Fancy, for instance, dying
like the little man whose
bed was for a while foot to
foot with mine, the one
who cried out when the
bedclothes touched him!
I dare say “Je Pisse!” were
his last recorded words.
Perhaps the dying don’t
bother about such things —
that at least would be the
standard answer: never-
theless dying people are
often more or less normal
in their minds till within
a day or so of the end.

In the public wards of

a hospital you see horrors
that you don’t seem to meet
with among people who
manage to die in their own
homes, as though certain
diseases only attacked peo-
ple at the lower income
levels. But it is a fact that
you would not in any
English hospitals see some
of the things I saw in the
Hopital X. This business
of people just dying like
animals, for instance, with
nobody standing by,
nobody interested, the death
not even noticed till the
morning — this happened
more than once. You cer-
tainly would not see that
in England, and still less
would you see a corpse left
exposed to the view of the
other patients. I remem-
ber that once in a cottage
hospital in England a man
died while we were at tea,
and though there were only
six of us in the ward the
nurses managed things so
adroitly that the man was
dead and his body removed
without our even hearing
about it till tea was over. A
thing we perhaps underrate
in England is the advan-
tage we enjoy in having
large numbers of well-

trained and rigidly disci-
plined nurses. No doubt
English nurses are dumb
enough, they may tell for-
tunes with tea-leaves, wear
Union Jack badges, and
keep photographs of the
Queen on their mantel-
pieces, but at least they
don’tlet you lie unwashed
and constipated on an
unmade bed, out of sheer
laziness.

The nurses at the
Hopital X still had a tinge
of Mrs. Gamp about them,
and later, in the military
hospitals of Republican
Spain, I was to see nurses
almost too ignorant to
take a temperature. You
wouldn’t, either, see in Eng-
land such dirt as existed
in the Hopital X. Later on,
when I was well enough
to wash myself in the bath-
room, I found that there
was kept there a huge pack-
ing case into which the
scraps of food and dirty
dressings from the ward
were flung, and the wain-
scotings were infested by
crickets. When I had got
back my clothes and grown
strong on my legs I fled
from the Hopital X, before
my time was up and with-
out waiting for a medical
discharge. It was not the
only hospital I have fled
from, but its gloom and
bareness, its sickly smell
and, above all, something
in its mental atmosphere
stand out in my memory
as exceptional. I had been
taken there because it was
the hospital belonging to
my arondissement, and I
did not learn till after I was
in it that it bore a bad rep-
utation. A year or two later
the celebrated swindler,
Madame Han-aud, who
was ill while on remand,
was taken to the Hopital X,
and after a few days of it she
managed to elude her
guards, took a taxi, and
drove back to the prison,
explaining that she was
more comfortable there. [
have no doubt that the
Hopital X was quite untyp-
ical of French hospitals
even at that date. But the
patients, nearly all of them
working men, were sur-
prisingly resigned. Some
of them seemed to find the
conditions almost com-
fortable, for at least two
were destitute malinger-
ers who found this a good
way of getting through the
winter. The nurses con-
nived because the malin-

their traditions that was

what hospitals were like.
If you are seriously ill
and if you are too poor to
be treated in your own
home, then you must go
into hospital, and once
there you must put up with
harshness and discomfort,
just as you would in the
army. But on top of this I
was interested to find a lin-
gering belief in the old sto-
ries that have now almost
faded from memory in
England — stories, for
instance, about doctors
cutting you open out of
sheer curiosity or think-
ing it funny to start oper-
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ating before you were prop-
erly “under.” There were
dark tales about a little
operating room said to be
situated just beyond the
bathroom. Dreadful
screams were said to issue
from this room. I saw noth-
ing to confirm these stories
and no doubt they were
all nonsense, though I did
see two students kill a
16-year-old boy, or nearly
kill him (he appeared to
be dying when I left the
hospital, but he may have
recovered later) by a mis-

sphere of the 19th Cen-
tury had managed to sur-
vive, and therein lay its
peculiar interest.

During the past 50
years or so there has been
a great change in the rela-
tionship between doctor
and patient. If you look at
almost any literature before
the later part of the 19th
Century, you find that a
hospital is popularly
regarded as much the same
thing as a prison, and an
old-fashioned, dungeon-
like prison at that. A hos-

chievous experiment which
they probably could not
have tried on a paying
patient. Well within living
memory it used to be
believed in London that in
some of the big hospitals
patients were killed off to
get dissection subjects. I
didn’t hear this tale repeated
at the Hopital X, but I
should think some of the
men there would have
found it credible. For it
was a hospital in which not
the methods, perhaps, but
something of the atmo-

pital is a place of filth, tor-
ture, and death, a sort of
antechamber to the tomb.
No one who was not more
or less destitute would have
thought of going into such
a place for treatment. And
especially in the early part
of the last century, when
medical science had grown
bolder than before with-
out being any more suc-
cessful, the whole business
of doctoring was looked
on with horror and dread
by ordinary people. Surgery,
in particular, was believed

to be no more than a pecu-
liarly gruesome form of
sadism, and dissection,
possible only with the aid
of bodysnatchers, was even
confused with necromancy.

From the 19th Cen-
tury you could collect a
large horror literature con-
nected with doctors and
hospitals. Think of poor
old George I1I, in his dotage,
shrieking for mercy as he
sees his surgeons approach-
ing to “bleed him till he
faints”! Think of the con-
versations of Bob Sawyer
and Benjamin Alien, which
no doubt are hardly par-
odies, or the field hospi-
talsin La Débdcleand War
and Peace, or that shock-
ing description of an ampu-
tation in Melville’s White-
jacket! Even the names given
to doctors in 19th-century
English fiction, Slasher,
Carver, Sawyer, Fillgrave,
and so on, and the generic
nickname “sawbones,” are
about as grim as they are
comic. The anti-surgery
tradition is perhaps best
expressed in Tennyson’s
poem “The Children’s Hos-
pital,” which is essentially
a pre-chloroform docu-
ment though it seems to
have been written as late as
1880. Moreover, the outlook
which Tennyson records
in this poem had a lot to
be said for it. When you
consider what an opera-
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tion without anaesthetics
must have been like, what
it notoriously was like, it is
difficult not to suspect the
motives of people who
would undertake such
things. For these bloody
horrors which the students
so eagerly looked forward
to (“A magnificent sight if
Slasher does it!”) were admit-
tedly more or less useless: the
patient who did not die of
shock usually died of gan-
grene, a result which was
taken for granted. Even now
doctors can be found whose
motives are questionable.
Anyone who hashad much
illness, or who has listened
to medical students talk-
ing, will know what I mean.
But anaesthetics were a turn-
ing point, and disinfectants
were another. Nowhere in
the world, probably, would
you now see the kind of
scene described by Axel
Munthe in The Story of San
Michele, when the sinister
surgeon in top hat and frock
coat, his starched shirtfront
spattered with blood and
pus, carves up patient after
patient with the same knife
and flings the severed limbs
into a pile beside the table.
Moreover, the national health
insurance has partly done
away with the idea that a
working-class patient is a
pauper who deserves little
consideration. Well into this
century it was usual for
“free” patients at the big
hospitals to have their teeth
extracted with no anaes-
thetic. They didn’t pay, so
why should they have an
anaesthetic? — that was the
attitude. That too has
changed.

And yet every institu-
tion will always bear upon
it some lingering memory
of its past. A barrack room
is still haunted by the ghost
of Kipling, and it is diffi-
cult to enter a workhouse
without being reminded of
Oliver Twist. Hospitals began
asakind of casual ward for
lepers and the like to die in,
and they continued as places
where medical students
learned their art on the bod-
ies of the poor. You can still
catch a faint suggestion of
their history in their char-
acteristically gloomy archi-
tecture. I would be far from
complaining about the treat-
ment I have received in any
English hospital, but I do
know that it is a sound
instinct that warns people
to keep out of hospitals if
possible, and especially out
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of the public wards. What-
ever the legal position may
be, it is unquestionable that
you have far less control
over your own treatment, far
less certainty that frivolous
experiments will not be tried
on you, when it is a case of
“accept the discipline or get
out” And it is a great thing
to die in your own bed,
though it is better still to
die in your boots. However
great the kindness and the
efficiency, in every hospi-
tal death there will be some
cruel, squalid detail, some-
thing perhaps too small to
be told but leaving terribly
painful memories behind,
arising out of the haste, the
crowding, the impersonal-
ity of a place where every day
people are dying among
strangers.

The dread of hospitals
probably still survives among
the very poor, and in all of
us it has only recently dis-
appeared. It is a dark patch
not far beneath the surface
of our minds. I have said
earlier that when I entered
the ward at the Hopital X I
was conscious of a strange
feeling of familiarity. What
the scene reminded me of,
of course, was the reeking,
pain-filled hospitals of the
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19th Century, which I had
never seen but of which I
had a traditional knowl-
edge. And something, per-
haps the black-clad doctor
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nyson wrote the poem. The
horrors and sufferings of
the old-style hospitals were
a vivid memory to her. We
had shuddered over the
poem together, and then
seemingly I had forgotten
it. Even its name would prob-
ably have recalled nothing
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a man can’t!

True Story

I realize this article was
published some time ago,
but I was greatly humiliated
and upset when I read it
(“Mountain Lion Hype,”

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The Treasure of Our Tongue

e best learn the meanings of words
Wby their context. Yet Charles
Harrington Elster, known to San

Diegans for his five-year stint on the KPBS
radio program A Way with Words, recalls a
lesson that emerged after a talk he gave to
youngsters on learning vocabulary. “A mother
in the audience told me,” he says, “I don’t
need a dictionary because I can figure out the
meaning of a new word from context.” So I
asked her to explain the meaning of the word
‘enervated’ from the following sentence: ‘After
her exciting night on the town, she felt
enervated.” The woman said it means
‘stimulated” or ‘worked-up.” But it means the
opposite. The mistake comes from what I call
the ‘sounds-alike syndrome.”

Elster bemoans people’s habit of “reading
around words. It’s a
very detrimental
habit,” he says. “Not
all contexts are clear. I
teach you to look for
unfamiliar words and
look them up as you read. My vocabulary-
building books [for taking the college-entrance
SAT and ACT exams] make that easier by
boldfacing the test words and putting the
dictionary inside the book.”

The vocabulary books Elster is talking
about are novels. In 1994 he published Tooth
and Nail: A Novel Approach to the New SAT.
His second, A Test of Time: A Novel Approach
to the SAT and ACT, appeared last spring.
Elster calls it “a comic time-travel adventure”
in which Mark Twain visits a New England
college of today a year before publishing
Huckleberry Finn.

On Tuesday, January 25, Elster will give a
talk at the Mission Hills Branch Library called
“Reflections on the Treasure of Our Tongue.”
Afterward he will sign copies of his vocabulary
books and other works, including Verbal
Advantage and The Big Book of Beastly
Mispronunciations.

How to Pass Vocabulary Tests

Elster says he began writing about words
in the 1980s after Andy Kay of Kaypro
Computers asked him to work on an
interactive vocabulary-building program. “It
was based on the work of an aptitude tester and
researcher named Johnson O’Connor, who
had theories on vocabulary and its relation to
your career development,” explains Elster.

“Meanwhile, a buddy from college had
been developing curricula for a big test-prep
company. One time we were bemoaning the
fact that there was nothing but tedious lists of
words with definitions and sample sentences
on the shelf for young people to study and use
as vocabulary-building tools to prepare for the
college-entrance tests. We thought, ‘That’s
boring...there must be another way, a novel
approach,” and the lightbulb went on.”

For test-taking strategies, Elster
recommends tools other than his books. “I'm
not an expert on the tests or test-taking,” he
says, though he does call the ACT (used by
Midwestern colleges) more knowledge-based
than the SAT, which puts emphasis on skills.
Originally, SAT stood for Scholastic Aptitude
Test and ACT for American College Test.
Today both of the tests go exclusively by their
acronyms.

Elster contrasts his “novel” approach to a
series done by publisher Simon and Schuster
that uses books from the public domain.
“Their gimmick is to boldface and define
words in 19th-century classics, like
Frankenstein and Jane Eyre. Nineteenth-
century writing is littered with SAT words. But
to today’s teenage reader, 19th-century
literature is like a foreign language. The average
kid is quite impatient with it.”

I ask Elster if he forced his fiction to
display the vocabulary he wanted. “Sometimes
I tried to use specific words because they
needed to be in there. But more often I would
write a section and go back to boldface them.
I’ve been living with these words so long that I
tend to think with them.”
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Elster made sure to get the most
frequently used words into his novels. But he
also included “extra credit” words, such as
“squalid,” “impecunious,” “respite,” “puerile,”
“stentorian,” and “legerdemain.” “Some of the
hardest words that people think are typical
SAT words occur very infrequently,” says
Elster. “The core of the SAT and ACT is based
on standard high school vocabulary — words
like ‘indifferent,” ‘vivid,” ‘clarify, and ‘lucid’ —
middlebrow words. If you don’t know them,
though, you’re going to bomb the tests.”

In his talk in Mission Hills, Elster will
focus on the “polyglot element” in English and
neologism. In the “art of word making, the
champion was Shakespeare, who made up 8.5
percent of his vocabulary,” he says.

Elster is fond of words based on Greek
locations, such as “Arcadian” and
“Laodicean,” which today means “lukewarm
in matters of religion.” “Laodicea was a city
of ancient Asia Minor that was infamous
among Christians for its lip service to the

Lord,” says Elster.

Southern Californians tend to be
interested in Spanish contributions to English,
which many take to be of recent origin. “But
it’s astonishing how far back the contribution
goes,” says Elster. “The word ‘stevedore’
preceded ‘longshoreman’ and came from
Spanish. By 1600, English had acquired from
Spanish ‘chocolate,” ‘vanilla,” ‘alligator,’
‘anchovy,” ‘banana,” ‘cannibal,” ‘cocoa,’
‘hurricane,” ‘potato,” ‘sassafras,” and
‘sombrero.”

Follow the Sesnon Trail east over a hump to
Ormskirk Avenue. Turn south, walk through
Porter Ridge Park, and go left on Sesnon
Boulevard to where it dead ends on the
edge of steep-sided Aliso Canyon. Walk
around the pipe gate on the left and down
into Aliso Canyon.

After following Aliso Canyon for 1.3
miles, turn right on the Palisades Trail. You
double back up a ravine, climb a slope,
pass some houses, and reach Reseda
Boulevard. Cross Reseda, continue uphill on
the west sidewalk for about 0.3 mile, and
then veer off on the wide trail, bordered by a
wooden fence, descending left along a sage-
covered slope.

Soon you start contouring along the
base of some craggy, sedimentary bluffs —
the so-called palisades. You're well above
the valley floor here, so the view takes in
thousands of rooftops in the foreground and
the purple Santa Monica Mountains rising
above the valley haze in the south.

At 6.5 miles the Palisades Trail goes
over a saddle, and then it drops down to
Tampa Avenue. Pick up the Limekiln Canyon
Trail on the far side and return to your car,
retracing your earlier steps.
